Ottawa, Jan. 31.—The estimated ex-
penditure of the government d}mng)
the fiscal year ending March 31, 1918,
is $208,472,765, a decrease of $67,542,-
779 as compared with the estimates
for the current year. The chief in-
creases are the interest on the public
debt, which is estimated at over eigh-
teen million dollars, and over five mil-
lion increase for pensions, making the
total fior pensions over  eight and &
half millions. The chief decreases are
eleven millions *in public works and
twenty-three milllons in railweys and
canals. However, when the supple-
mentary estimates are. brought dowm
the decrease in‘the expenditure may
be materially lessened.
