PROPOSAL WIDOWS OF PENSIONERS AGE 60 OR OVER BE PAID
TWO THIRDS OF JOINT PENSION—MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Eudore Allard (Rimouski): Mr. Speaker, under the
provisions of Standing Order 43, | ask for the unanimous
consent of the House to move a motion dealing with an
important matter of pressing necessity.

In view of the fact that most aged people experience very
distressing housing problems, especially affecting widows of
pensioners, that the federal government should grant priority
to those senior citizens, and that a new policy in favour of
Canadians belonging to that age group has long since been
overdue, I move, seconded by the hon. member for Roberval
(Mr. Gauthier):

That the House enjoin the Minister of National Health and Welfare to take
the necessary steps so that a 60-year old woman who is unfortunate enough to
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lose her pensioned husband may draw two thirds of their joint pension till age 65
when she would obtain the full amount of her old age pension.
