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ing rather than decreasing. The minister has assured me that 
as soon as the data is complete he will be giving thorough 
consideration to this, and one of the things to be considered 
seriously is decentralization into small communities.

The Acting Speaker (Mr. Ethier): The motion to adjourn 
the House is deemed to have been adopted. Accordingly, this 
House stands adjourned until tomorrow at 11 a.m.
