Perhaps the most serious blow the 

Zeppelins have suffered since they began 
their raids upon England was in the 
aeridl invasions of September and Oc­
tober, in whiçli four of them were de­
stroyed. Their greatest blow was their 
forced surrender of a super-Zeppelin, 
the L-28, to the British authorities. This 
shin was forced to descend “somewhere 
in Jlssex” and the crew made prisoner. 
Before leaving the ship it was set on 
fire and all that now remains of it is a 
mass of wreckage. Enough remains to 
afford a perfect model to the British au­
thorities if they desired to go into the 
Zeppelin business. Every secret of the 
count is revealed- It is possible to cal­
culate to a pound the weight of the Zep­
pelin, her speed, and to size up her points 
of strength and weakness. For the pur­
poses to which she was put it is safe to
