STEAMER AFIRE BUT
DRAWING NEAR TO LAND25c. mV St. John’s, Nfld, July 21—In order 

that the proper kind of lumber for the 
construction of piers and docks may be 
available at Port Nelson, where the Can­
adian government is building a railroad 
and steamship terminal on the shores of 
the Hudson Bay, it has 
necessary to send a steamer around tiie 
greater part of North America. The 
steamer Durley Chine, which left Van­
couver on June 80, will cover approxi­
mately 10,000 miles to land her cargo 
of Douglas fir at Port Nelson, which is 
only about 1,200 miles distant from Van­
couver in an air line.
