Arguing that organized _Labdor
should not only be recognised, but
encouraged by commercial and in-
dustrial men, Mr. Alban Germaln,

K.C, 'in addressing the Montreal
Publicity Assocfation, put forward
A strong plea for more intimate re-
lations Dbetween employer and em-
ployed, and in this latter connec-
tion he pointed out the disadvan-
tages to the employe of the cor-
poration as compared with the iIn-
dividual employer. Introdueing his
subject, “Labor,” and speaking in
‘Freneh, Mr. Germain recalied the
effective work carried out by Mr.
F. W. Stewart, a member of the
association, as & wmember of the
City Coaclliation Board on the fire-
men’'s and policemen's claims, and
he suggested that it would be a
good thing in such cases to allow
those who adjust a dispute to follow
it up for some time after in order
that they might amend any defects
shown in, operation of the plan
adopted. FHe regarded the finding
by that board as one of the’ best
conciliations ever effected

With regard to organized Labor
as such, Mr. Alban Germain de-
clared that the only safeguard and
the only guarantee of peace in the
industrial world at the present time
lay in organized Labor. That is the
real safeguard against revolution-
ary movement, for on the whole La-
bor had selected its most ecapable
men to direct its affairs, and that
these leaders had a sense of respon-

sibility was shown by the way(in
which they had expuiied those o
did oot canform to ynion pegulations
and rules.

As to the relations bdetween eom-
ployer and employed, the speaker
urged that the former should give
mofe attention to welfare problems
by taking a working day as long as
that of the employes: but that it
should be divided between business
and the welfare of the stafr of
workers The practice of holding
enquiries by special commissions e
not very profitable in his apinion, as

there Is a tendency to splash the
eévidence and findings and then
pigeon-hole the reports. The

confidence be firmly established, the
industry of Canada will never rest
ubon a firm basis, and for this rea-
son Mr. Germain urged all commenr-
cial and industrial men to try teo
show as much initiative in hring
mutual  confidence about, as they
showed in ordinary business enter-
prise

Mr. Hugh Stevenson, provincial
factory inspector, formerly of the
Typographical Unlon, revisited Pe-
terboro and attended the last meet-
ing of the Trades and Labor Council,
which he was instrumental in or-
ganizing seventeen years ago.
