But so far as the Ottawa government
was eoncerned up to the present time,
he thought it must be admitted by fair
minded people, that they had done their
duty towards the people of British Col-
umbia, certainly to a far greater extent
than ever did the Conservative govern-
ment, which was in power prior to 1896.
With regard to ihe immigration of
Japanese, it was known some years ago
that they were threatened with a con-
siderable influx of Japanese. At the
same time the Japanese took the posi-
tion that as they had now become a
civilized and first .class nation they
could not afford, in justice to thelr na-
tional dignity, to allow any nation to
put them im a position of inferiority.
It was out of regard for that feeling,
a perfectly proper and patriotic feeling
on the part of the Japanese, that every
nation recognized that in dealing with
her subjects they must take that feel-
ing into consideration. The result was
that the Dominion government by
friendly representations to the govern-
ment of Japan, through the British am-
bassador and through the foreign of-
fice, wag able to make an arrangement,

an arrangement of courtesy, the only
arrangement Japan could. make con-
sistent with her dignity as a first class
nation. This arrangement was that the
vorking people of Japan should be lim-

liament in 1906 not one voice was raised
against its adoptien by Canada. On
the contrary, Conservatives like Mr.
Foster, a leader in the House, found
hig only criticism against the Liberal
government in that they had not
brought thig treaty into earlier opera-
tion in Canada. This was his only crit-
icism. Then when the matter came up
again in 1907, when the treaty was
adopted, there was no criticism from
any source. It was true it was repre-
sented on the floor of the House thgt
this arrangement existéd with Japan,
and every member knew what that ar-
rangement was. ‘It had been explain-
ed to the House. It had been told that
Japan would not entér into a formal
treaty to limit the emigration of her
people to the Dominion, that would be
a reflection on her position as a nation,
but that she had agreed diplomatically
to- limit the number who could come
to British Columbia, as he had stated
before. This was -understood by both
parties, and it ‘was too late in The day
for hon. gentlemen to say they did not
understand the nature of the arrange-
ment between Canada and Japan. That
was the nature of the arrangement, and
the Dominion government and the Con-
servative opposition in the Hopse had
the assurance of the Japanese Consul
Nosse, that this arrangement would be
rerfected after the treaty was brought
into foree. This statement was accept-
ed on both sides of the House, as it
would be accepted by any deliberate
body dealing with a great nation like
Japan, and without a dissenting volce,
either Conservative, Liberal or Labor,
that treaty was passed through the
House of Commons.

That was the situation. If anybedy
was to blame for that state of affairs,
and if there was any blame attachable
in connection with that treaty, it be-
longed ,commonly to both sides of the
If any blame was to be placed
then all the members of the House of
Commons were equally at fault. It was
only trifling with this question to take
the position the attorney-general and
other government speakers hall taken,
that this was a guestion which must be
rut up to the Liberals at Ottawa, as a
crime committed by them. The sooner
they looked question fairly in the
face and eliminated from it all party
spirit and prejudice the better it would
be for the provimee, of British Columbia.

GREAT TASK FOR
BRITISH PARLIAMENT

Lord Lansdowne Comments on
Settlement of Canada’s Im-
migration Problem.

London, Jan, 30.—Big as is the Lib-
eral programme' of legislation for the
session, and earnest as the government
leaders have shown themselves to be
in their endeavors to meet the views
of all factiong constituting the present
Liberal majority in the House of Com-
mons, there is a well defined feeling of
disappointment among thea ministerial
supporters that the cabinet has not
been more definitely radical in its pro-
posals. - The speeches of the cabinet
representatives since the last session
of pariiament had led to the expecta-
tion of more definite propogals with re-
gard to the government’s Irish policy,
old age pensions and education to men-
tion only a few subjects, the references
to which in the King’s speech did not
satisfy the respective elements special-
ly interested therein.

Rumors from Dublin had forecast
another Irish council bill, but there
has been substituted for this a meas-
ure which, if it passes, will only de-
prive the landloards of their grazing
lands in certain sections. Similarly
forecasts with regard to education and
cld age pensions proposals promised
much more than is indicated by the

references to these matters in the
speech from the throne. There is an
inclination to believe that the King

used -his influence, as far as he was
able -without overstepping .the consti-

driving trials. The speaker ruled the
motion for the appointment of such a
committee out of order.

John Redmond, the Irish leader,
gave notice of a home rule motion for
February 3rd, and during the course of
the debate on ihe address declared
that the K ing’s speech was disap-
pointing and unsatisfaetory. Only by
the government frankly putting home
rule convictions into action, he de-
clared. could disaster to reland be
avoided.

Mr. Redmond and hig followers were
all particularly jubilant, having just
come from -‘a party meeting in the
commijttee room at which the recent
conciliation of the warring elements
was settled. Timethy Healy, Wm.
O’Brien and all others who had at one
time or another been formally ex-
pelled from the party were in the
family reunion. Sir Thomas Henry
Grattan Esmond, who recently resign-
ed his seat in the Commons because
he did not sympathize with the policy
of his party, but who hag since re-
turned to the fold; sent a friendly let-
ter of apology at his enforced absence.

Several references to the Congo in-
dependent state were made during the
course of debate, and the government
speakers urged caution in discussing it.
Lord Fitzmaurice, under secretary for
foreign affairs, stated in the House of
Lords that the death of the Belgian
premier had delayed the negotiations
for the transfer of the Independent
State to Belgium, but he added, “I
have reason to know that matters are
now progressing in the direction we
all desire.”

After debates covering a wide field
in foreign and domestic affairs, both
houses adjourned. It is' expected that
the debate on the address will last
ten days, and the treal work of the
house will be begun about February
10th.

JAPANESE ART

INTERESTING ADDRESS
BY COL. APPLETON

Exhibition of Paintings on
View at Rooms of Alex-
andra Club.

The Ladies of the Alexandra Literary
Society turned out in large numbers last
evening to hear the lecture of Colonel
Appleton on Japanese Colored Prints.
The rooms of the society were well filled
and the Colonel never allowed his sub-
ject to drag, so full was it of information
and interesting detaii.

Round the walls of the rooms were dis-
played a large number of prints, some
dating as far back as 1700 A. D.  The
course of the Colonel’s remarks took the
form of a historical sketch during the
greater part, and this portion of the lec-
ture was perhaps the most educational.
Commencing away back in A. D. 1630,
Cplonel Appleton stated that only black
and white paints were made. Several
black and white masterpieces are still to
be seen, though most of them have been
secured by European museums and are
displayed there. The lecturer had with
him a specimen book by Sakanubu, the
well known Japanese genius. This book
was printed in black and white from
wooden blocks, cut about the year 1700,
and Colonel Appleton prizes this book
very highly. This book contained a pic-
ture of the landing of the Dutch in Japan
and depicted an old-ttme Dutch sailing
ship, with the high bow and stern of the
Klizabethan period. The Japanese could
be seen on shore, and, surprising to
many, was the telescope spy-glass which
they were making use of. The print was
in perfect condition, the ideal of Japanese
art and ambition at the period. From
this epoch, 'when colored prints first began
to come forward, the Colonel traced the

Parties Should Contract for
Specified Time Pending Mu-
tual Agreement.

Paris, Jan. 30.—Replying to the theme
advanced by Paul Bourget in his play,
“A Divorecs,”” which ;was given in this
city the night before last, Aristide Bri-
and, the minister of justice and worship,
practically comes out in faver of trial
marriages.

He cndorses the idea of the gradual
evolution of the doctrine of divorce until
the point is reached where a marriage
may be contracted for a specified period
under legal safeguards. protecting the in-
terests of both parties.

He declares it is impossible for those
about to enter upon this relation 'o know
the true character of their partners, and
that it is unnatural and intolerable to
expect an ill-mated pair to drag out a
miserable existence because they blun-
dered in entering upon the most vital re-
lation in life.

Mr. Balfour, leader of the opposition
party, in the course of the debate on
the address in reply to the speech
from the throne, declared that it could
not be carried through without an un-
precedentedly violent use of the guilo-
tine, which practically would stifle free
debate.

Herbert Asquith,.- chancellor of the
exchequer, who in the absence of the
premier, Sir Henry Campbell-Banner-
man, assumed the leadership in the
House of Commons, admitted that the
measures mentioned in the King's
speech constituted a long list. ‘“Never-
theless,” he added cheerfully, “the gov-
ernment not only proposes to carry
them but a great many others neces-
sary to translate the platform pro-
fessions into the pages of the statute
book.”

The criticisms of Mr. Balfour in the
Commons and Lord Landsdowne, the
opposition leader in the House of Lords
on the government proposals, apart
from the length of the programme,
were directed against the peace con-
ference at The Hague and the Anglo-
Russian convention.

Both speakers hoped that the gov-
ernment would withhold its ratifica-
tion of the proposed international tri-
bunal of appeal in prize cases until it
was quite sure that the court would
be properly constituted and governed
by a code of regulations approved be-
forehand by the powers affected.

The opposition leader also feared
that Great Britain’s interests in the
Persian Gulf were insufficiently pro-
tected by the Anglo-Russian conven-

tion.
