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THE BUSINESS MEN
ENDORSE BY-LAW

THEY ARE UNANIMOUS
ON HOTEL PROPOSAL

Consider It Golden Opportunity for Vic-
toria—Public Meeting to Be
Held Next Week.

‘A public meeting in the interests of
the hotel by-law is to be held in the
Victoria theatre on Wednesday evening
next, when addresses on tue subject will
be delivered by promiment citizens. = In
the meantime the various - committees
appointed to work for the passage of the
by-law are not idle. They are planning
a campaign which will be short, sharp
and decisive. General unanimity char-
acterizes the attitude of Victoria's busi-
mess men to the proposal. A Tiries rep-
resentative on Friday sounded those
whom he encountered casually in {he
course of his travels, and all most heafti-
1y endorsed the by-law, and predicted
its passage by a large majority.

Capt. J. G. Cox,

Capt. J. G. Cox, who is nothing if fot
a loyal Victorian, is most enthusiastic
about seeing the by-law go through, “I
cannot see why anyone would be so blind
to the interests of the city as to oppose
the by-law. It is claimed by some that
the botel business of the city at present
conducted would be injured by the erec-
tion of a C. P. R. hotel as proposed, but
this argument is not a good one. I re-
member when the Chateau Frontenac
was built in Quebec. At the time the
hotel business. of -that city was at very
dow ebb. Two hotels were closed, but
what resulted when the.C. P. R. hotel
was completed? Within a. very short
time after the new premises were opened,
'the two hotels that had been closed be-
cause of the lack of businss were re-
opened, and not only was the new build-
ing filled to overcrowding, but the twe
places named were handling all the peo-
ple they could accommodate. And the
same thing would result here. It would
be found that out of every thousand peo-
ple attracted here in consequence of the
advertising which the city would receive
from the railway company, probably six
hundred would not ‘be $6-a-day folk.
Maybe not more than two or three hun-
dred in every thousand would be willing
to go that high for their accommoda-
tion. The major number would be more
Jike two and three-dollar people.

“Looking at the project from another
standpoint, I regard it as one of the best
the citizens could possibly receive. The
building of such a hotel would not in
itself amount to so much, did it not
identify the C. P. R. Company'’s inter-
ests with those of Victoria in the mat-
ter of the tourist trade. The hotel will
give the railway company a special in-
terest in “this city’s business, and you
will find that the other railways which
have connections with Victoria are not
going to remain inactive and content
with such a state of affairs. In still
another light, the building of a C. P. R.
hotel here I regard as a very significant
move. A shipping man from the South
was in our store a few days ago and told
me that he looked upon this port as
having a bright future. With the build-
ing of the Grand Trunk road and the
opening up of the Orient, he said, Vie-
toria could not be other than the head-
quarters of a large amount of shipping,
because of its central location. And no
one can see this better than big railway
companies. By all means let us have a
meeting and the points in fn(or of the
hotel discussed.”

W Walker.

Walter Walker was not sure which
way he would vote on the by-law. He
had not given the hotel project a great
deal of thought yet. He would have no
hesitancy in supporting the by-law if

_vested rights did hot suffer, -but- there
were hotels here which had to pay as
+high as $80 a month for water alone.
They had other municipal expenses
equally large to meet,” and in view of
this he doubted whether it would be
equitable or just to exempt the C. P, R.
for an extended perfod from all these
charges. Otherwise he believed the pro-
Ject a good one.

E. B. (Marvin.

“Certainly I will support .the by-law,”
said E. B. Marvin when asked for an
expression of opinion, “There are those
who place a higher valuation on the
James Bay property than I do. If I
had a residence to build I would most
assurely not locate on the flats, and
cannot see what special inducement there
would be for a business man to ereet
a building there. The probabilities are
that the flats would remain unoccupied
for an indefinite time. I do not value
the construction of the hotel so mueh
as the business it will bring to Victoria.
The benefits accruing can hardly be
estimated.”

Ald. Goodacre,

Ald. Lawrence Goodacre is a supporter
of the hotel project. It should, he
thinks, be heartily endorsed in the ecity.
‘The opposition which some of the hotel
men are offering the proposition, in his
opinion, is uncalled for. The erection of
a C. P, R. hotel will not have the effect
of injuring the business carried  on by
other houses. In fact Mr. Goodacre feels
assured that the increase in travel which

the C. P. R, will create in consequence |{

of the building of a hotel here will have
the effect of radically increasing the
business of the remaining hotels,

Al. Lindsay.

Al. Lindsay looks upon the project as
one which the city should support. He
can see no way in which Victotia will
suffer any loss through the scheme, The
erection of a 'C. P. R. hotel here, to-
gether with the ferry service now pre-
vided, will result in that company divert-
ing a large amount of tourist travel to
this city. Many who now finish up a
trip to the Coast by a few weeks in
Seattle and other cities of the United
States, will be induced to come to Vie-
toria instead.

L, G. McQuade,

“It is what Victorians have been look-
ing forward to-for many years,” was
the reply of L. G. McQuade. “It will
mean advertising the city as it has never
beeen advertised before, It will bring
to Victoria a class of travel that now
passes by. I will heartily endorse the
project, and will do so believing that it
will redound to the benefit of the whole
eity.” i

Thos. Shotbolt.

Thos. Shotbolt favors the project very
heartily. There is but one wegkness in
connection with it, that is that there
should be provision made in the contract
by which the ©. P. R, Company would
be forced to carry the scheme out in its
entirety. In default of that the com-
pany should forfeit all its claims to the
benefits bestowed. The carrying out of
the hotel project would, he think, be
an excellent one for the city.

Colonel Prior, ¢

Col. Prior is enthusiastically in favor
of the scheme. He thinks no one should
oppose it. Hearing that some small pro-
perty owners were against it on the
ground that taxes would in consequence
be increased, he expressed the opinion
that they took a very incorrect view.of
the situation. The privileges granted
the C. P. R, hotel would have no such
effect. The taxes would not be in-
creased on the other property in the city
in consequence of it. Even should such
follow, the residents of Victoria should
not falter at the project, but should sup-
port it, as the city would derive benefit
enough from it to sufficently repay them
for an increase in taxes. In the opinion
of the colonel the present is an excellent
chance for the city, and it should not
be slow to take it. It has been charac-
teristic of the C. P. R. to put up more
expensive hotels than the. agreement
calls for, and he expects to see the com-
pany erect a first class house in the city
which will be made to pay by incentives
being held out to tourists to visit Vie-
toria. The result will be most advan-
tageous to this city,

D. R. Ker,

D. R, Ker lends every assistance he
can to have the by-law carried. He
thinks this is an excellent chance for
the c'ty. The C. P. R. is not going to
build a hotel and not fill it. The com-
pany will make it a paying project. This
wlil mean that the city is to be given a
prominent place in the advertising of the
railway company, and in consequence
will be a great gainer. He says he
knows that Sir Thos. Shaughnessy has
a very kindly feeling towards Victoria.
It is now the terminus of the tramscon-
tinental line, and he believes the city
will derive much benefit from the C. P.
R. connection.

CHINESE MINISTER'S ADVICE.

Recommends the Best Policy to Be Ad-
opted in Regard to Manchuria.

Papers received from the Orient by the
steamer ‘Hyades say:

“The Chinese minister to Russia has
sent a dispatch to Prince Ching .to the
effeect that General Xuropatkin has
memoralized the Czar that the best
policy to be adopted with regard to
Manchuria is to quietly and discreetly
increase Russian influence to such an
extent as not to bring Russia into con-
flict with Japan and her ally. The de-
vastation that would naturally result
from a war would be a serious impedi-
ment to Russia’s future work in Man-
churia, and the safest way was to prose-
cute the work in a peaceful and perma-
nent manner. The opening of two or
three ports at this juncture' with a view
to averting the animosity of the inter-
ested powers was most urgent. The
Chinese policy will be brought forward
simultaneously with the settlement of the
diplomatic policy with Japan and her
ally, and it will apparently be based on
the policy formulated by M. Lessar, with
a few amendments.”

A fierce battle with pick handles,
knives and rocks occurred on the 9th
ult. on the banks of the Mojave river,
near Victor, between 150 Japanese and
Cholos, the contending parties being
about equally divided. After battering
each other for nearly an hour, the Cho-
los succeeded in driving the Japanese
across the Mojave, completely routing
them. The trouble grew out of an in-
sulting remark hurled by a Japanese at
a Cholo. Though the Japanese were
badly defeated, further trouble is. antici-
pated, it being understood that several
of the Japanese have been dispatched
for firearms. During the fight few of
the contestants escaped injury. The eon-
testants have been employed laying rails
for the Santa Fe and until the present
outbreak had been perfectly friendly.

MINED PRECIOUS
STONES OF BRAZIL

VICTORIAN RETURKNS
FROM DiAMOND FIELDS

° —

Spent Twenty-Two Months With a Big
English Company in the South-
ern Country.

e o e

After a twenty-month experience in
the diamond fields of Brazil, Edwin F.

W, Heath returned early this week to

his home in this city. He was connect-
ed with the Brazilian Development &
BExploration Company, an association of
British capitalists who expended £15,000
in exploiting a district about twenty-two
leagues to the north of Rio de Janeiro
and situated on a river known as the Rio
Daspedros. Interested in the company,
and in faet the biggest shareholders in
it, were Tarbutt, Son & Jansen, of Lon-
don, a firm that is known the world
over, and which were heavily interested
in the diamond fields of South Africa.
The ¢ashier of the company was G. Bot-
wright, of Portland, who has also just
réturned from South America. Mr. Bot-
wright was cashier of the Le Roy Com-
pany, Rossland, at the time that mine
was in the zenith of its fame.

The Brazilian Development & Explora-
tion Company started with a bright fu-
ture, Plans had been laid for very ex-
pansive work. The district was be-
lieved to be very:rich and the company,
which was ecapitalized at £500,00, spared
no money in thoroughly exploiting
its claims. Operations were begun near
the source of the river. The water was
drained off for a considerable distance in
order that the bed of the river might be
gotten at, a lume was built and a force
of 2350 natives were set to work hand-
ling the earth. from which the. valuable
little stones came, Tunnels were driven
into the river bed, and as the earth was
removed and passed through a mill, run
by oxen, it was examined, the coarser
dirt resembling so much slack lime being
washed away and the finer being retain-
ed in locked boxes, for closer inspection
};‘y responsible members of the company.

o separate this and appraise its value
fell to the lot of Mr, Heath among oth-
ers. Diamonds were found every day,
but not in the number the company had
expacted, At léast ten a day were re-
quired before the day’s work might be
considered profitable. The company
continued operations for twenty months;,
and then finding that success was not
attending their labors abandoned the
venture,

But all Brazil is not like the place
mentioned, Mr. Heath pointedly re-
marks. Some of the best diamonds in
the world are found in Brazil, and as
many French and Americans are now
in that country these stones are finding
a market principally in the TUnited
States and in Paris. Diamonds have
been discovered all the way between Rio
de Janeiro and the Amazon, but the
greater part of this country is little
known. Along the Rio Pardo and Je-
quitinhonha the principal mines are lo-
cated, while at Diamantina black dia-
monds are found in good number, it be-
ing here where the most of these stones
are procured. At Diamantina, Mr.
Heath says, Mr. Carney and three sons,
who are well known in’ this city and
farther south on this coast, are located.
They are employed in diamond mines,
and are fairly prosperous.

One of the largest companies now op-
erating in Brazil, according to the just-
returned Victoria, is an Amnierican one,
which has a concession 80 leagues long
on the Jequitinhonha.

indolent people. The countdy is moun-
tainous. It is traversed by a‘*number of
railways, although none of the lines are
at all comparable to railways as they
are known on the American continent.
The climate, too, is ‘extremeiy hot and
oppressive. At Rio de Janeiro thdre are
no docking facilities, but a loan of seven
millions was recently floated, and it was
intended to shortly start the construetion
of proper wharves and other improve-
ments,

MONTHLY MEETING.

First Report of General Secretary Little
of Young Men’s Christian
Association,

The board of directors of the Young
Men’s _ Christian Association held their
regular monthly meeting the other even-
ing, when important business was trans-
acted. J. T. Little, general secretary
of the association, submitted the report
of his first month’s work, which showed
gratifying progress.

Twenty-two new members had enrolled
and the sum'of $358 raised. A to-
tal of 83 baths had been taken at the
club rooms during the month, and a
eonsiderable number of young men had
been directed to boarding houses. On
the whole the secretary reported that
during the past month the Y.M.C.A. had
made much progress, and he confidently
predicted for it a prosperous winter.

After the adoption of the secretary’s
report plans for the winter season were
discussed at length. It was decided to

endeavor to arrange for 'a series of five
or six meetings, which it is proposed
will be addressed by prominent speakers
and to include musical selections and
other features. While in Portland re-
cently Secretary Little signed an agree-
ment with the original Fiske Jubilee
Singers to give one of their entertain-
ments here under the auspices of the
Y.M.C.A. Last night the directors rati-
fied this step.

About the 1st of October, which will
be about the time for the opening of the
association’s winter work, it was decided
to hold a banquet. Every effort will be
made to earry this through successfully.

An outline of the proposed work of the
association, during the winter along edu-
cational lines was submitted and adopt-
ed. Besides educational classes, social
meetings and entertainments and gym-
nasium classes (senior, intermediate and
junior), for young men, and also for
business men will be conducted.

Another feature will be a ‘“Problem

Club. Bible Class.” Members of this
body will discuss such questions as
“How Can Young Men Best Spend Their
Time?’ “How to Save Your Money,”
“I'he Best Way of Achieving Success.”
“The Importance of Personal Purity,”
and other problems of the day and of
all time.

Secretary Little was instructed to com-
municate with Rev, Mark Guy Pierce,
who is one of Sir Edward Clarke’s party
visiting Banff Hot Springs, for the pur-
pose of endeavoring to persuade him to
visit Victoria and deliver a lecture under
the auspices of the Y.M.C.A.

The general secretary announced that
he had appointed Cyril Bate, son of ex-
Mayor Bate, of Nanaimo, assistant see-
retary. This was approved,

OUTPUT AT COMOX.

The Coal and Coke Production Is Being
Steadily Increased.

James Dunsmuir has returned from Cum-
berland, where he has been Iooking”to the
rearrangement of the work at the mines.
Already the Wellington Colliery Company
is increasing its output at the Comox
mines and this will be still further aug-
mented.

As fast as places are found for them the
number employed will be increased. At
present the mines are turning out about
1,000 tons a day.

The coke ovens have also increased their
production. Mr. Dunsmuir thinks that at
ther present rate the output of coke will be
sufficient to supply the demands of the two
smelters at Ladysmith and Crofton, thus
doing away with the necessity for the
latter to import a supply from elsewhere.

The anthracite body which the company
is tunnelling to has not yet been reached.
It will probably be another month before
this is accomplished. Samples of the coal
taken from the outcrop is very hard, giving
excellent promise respecting the main body
when it is reached.

OLD CRIME RECALLED.

Man Surfenders and Says He Killed

Gould in Train Twenty Years Ago.

Toronto, Sept. 2.—Richard Carsberg,
an Englishman, much the worse for
liquor, gave himself up to the police here
this morning and asked to be sent to
England for a crime for which another
man was hanged in 1883. Carsberg's
story is somewhat incoherent, but in the
main is as follows: In 1883 he was trav-
elling in a Metropolitan underground rail-
way carriage in London, England, with
one C. F. Lefroy, when suddenly a man
named Gould entered and attacked Le-
froy. Gould had a revolver in his hand
and Carsberg attempted to take the
weapon from him. In the struggle the
revolver went off and Gould was killed.
Lefroy subsequently hanged for shooting
Gould. Carsberg fled to Canhda and has
wandered about for twenty intervening
vears. The affair has preyed on his
mind
to himself. Carsberg is in custody and
