The !lnnre Heap.

The chargeter and consequent value of
manure is greatly improved by its man-
agemept during the winter. The roads
are then usually in good copdition, and
{ market-gardeners in the vicinity of large
cities avail themselves of the *good
wheeling” they afford to haul their sup-
plies from the city stables. Successful
market-gardeners use manure with s
free hand, that would make the old-style
“gkinning” farmer think the man out of
his senses. Fifty to.one hundred tons
of mabure are gpplied to the acre. And
this because it pays; while some erops,
unless o heavily fertilized, are raised at

a Joss. Not only are large quantities
used but the quality is vastly superior
to that to which farm crops are too often
treated. When the manure reaches the
garden, the work'of preparing for use
begins. When crude stable manure is
placed in a heap, fermentation soon be-
gins ; heatis genersted in the operation,
which not only alters the mechanical
“condition of the manure, but renders
its constituenta more soluble and avail-
able for the plants. But the proper con-
dition of the manure is greatly influenced
by the external temperature. If the
heaps are small and the weather contin-
uously cold,’ the temperature of the
manure may be so lowered as to check
fermentation, and even to freeze it. This
trouble may be avoided by making the
heaps so large that fermentation will
keep them sufficiently warm. On the
other hand, the fe: ion may go on
80 violently that the heat is so greatas
to practically burn tige nure. In this
condition, “fire-faniged,” as it is called,
the manure is greatly injured, or quite
valueless, according to the extent to

®
g

which the ) fire-fanging has  gone.
One of the immediate losses from
overheating is that of nitrogen,

in the form of ammonia, in volatile
form, usually the carbonate, the loss of
which, by volatilization, is. usually per.
ceived by the sense of smmell. b

overheating may be prevented by break-
ing down the pile and building another,
bringing the manure that was at the out-
s'de of the pile to the interior, and vice
versa. Whenever “ the pile smokes,” as
gardeners say, whenever visible clouds
of vapor issue from the heap, the pile is
turned, and this may require to be done
neveul times, until the action is so mo-
derated as to be no longer dangerous.
Fermentation greatly reduces the bulk
of‘the manure, and if, when the heap is
turned, care be taken to break up all
lumps by a blow with the fork, or shak
ing out all littery masses, gmnt benefit
will result from this mechanical opers-
tion, and the manure, by the time it is
needed for application, will be of a quali-
ty seldom seen outside of market gar
dens. However valuable the various
kinds of artificial manures may be, and
some of them are of great-value to -the
market gardener, it is always best to sup-
plement their action with stable manure,
which is the most complete and the most
lasting. Successful gardening is bardly
possible without an abundant supply of
this stand-by. Progressive farmers, who
apply “brains” as well as manure to
their crops, should experiment not only
in followirig the example of market gar-
deners in the preparation of manure, but
how far they can follow them pmhwhly
in the quantities applied.—American

In its native habitat, it is an aquatic
when in leaf or flower; hut when at rest,
which is at low water of the Nile, its
roots are in dry hot sand, protected onl
from the burning sun by its own dried-
up foliage. We find the best results in
growing it in good heat, rich soil, and
with abundance of water. After flower-
ing, let them dry as dry as the dust;
they will be benefit€d with from three to
four months of this rest.
