MEDICAL WOMEN IN INDIA.

A very strong presentation of a
c¢ase for reorganization of the Coun-
tess of Dufferin’s Fund for providing
female medical aid to the women of
India is contained in a report upon its
working published in the journal of
the Association of Medical Women of
India. The criticisms are directed at
the inefficiency of much of the pre-
sent surgical and nursing service, at
the management of women's hospitals
by inexperienced local committees, at
the misapplication of funds and many
material matters of administration in
hospitals supported by the fund. As
regards the first of these criticisms,
considering the conditions under
which medical women are appointed,
it would be remarkable if the high-
est medical talent were attracted. The
women doctors are badly paid, they
have no chance of promotion, and
no pension to look forward to, while
even definite rules for leave are not
in existence.

As regards the other points, a suf-
ficlent explanation is to be found in
the fact that the fund is organized
and controlled entirely by men, and
the - women doctors have practically
no voice in the hundred and one
questions upon which they alone are
able to speak with any authority. Nat-
urally, a civil surgeon or political
agent cannot be in a position to re-
port on the inner working and effici-
ency of a purdah or zenana hospital
to which his sex prevents him having
access, and yet that is the system
now in force. What, in fact, is' wan s
ed is the appointment of fully qualifi-
ed medical women to superintend and
organize the whole work.

SPECULATION :
WHEN IT IS
GAMBLING

New York, June 17—The report of
the committee appointed by Governor
Hughes to investigate speculation in
securities and commodities and the

Cotton, Produce, the Coffee, the
Mercantile, and the metal exchanges
and the curb market were thorgighly
investigated, and recommendations
looking to improvement of existing
conditions were made at length
the committee. The most drastic find-
ing is that affecting the mercantile
and metal exchanges, as follows:

“Under present conditions we are of
the opinion that the Mercantile and
Metal Exchanges do actual harm to
producers and consumers and that
their charters should be repealed.”

Concerning speculation in general,
the committee declares that it may be
wholly legitimate, pure gambling or
something partaking of the qualities
of both; that in some form it is a nec-
essary incident of productive opera-
tions; that it tends to steady prices,
and that for the merchant or manu-
facturer the speculator performs a

the property that is dealt in. The
rules of all the exchanges forbid gamb-
ling as defined by this opinion, but
they make so easy a technical deliv-
ery of the property contracted for that
the practical effect of much specula-
tion in point of form legitimate is not
greatly different from that of gambl-
ing.”

The committee makes no short deal-
inz, but declares the tendency of such
selling is to steady prices. It is re-
commended that the minimum margin
should be 20 per cent., and strong
disapproval is expressed of branch
brokerage offices which supply liquor
and resort to other improper means to
induce speculation.

“The failure on the part of Har-
vard and Columbia,” said Mr. Bow-
man, “is due not so much to the fail-
ure to demand the proper credentials
from applicants for admission as to
the failure of students in examina-
tions. Examinations by representatives
of the foundations has disclosed that
68 per cent. of the Harvard students
and 57 per cent. of the Columbia stu-
dents have not met the requirements,

Attention has been called to these
deficiencies, which no doubt will be
corrected. It is the belief of the fou

dation that when another examination
of the records of Harvard and Col-
umbia is made there will be little, if
any, cause of complaint.”

The universities of Illinois, North
Carolina and some other states which
asked to be placed on the foundation
list were rejected because the founda-
tion was not satisfied with the stand-
ards of these institutions.
