Bruges, Belgium, Nov. 19.—Fighting 
between the German and allied forces 
in the inundated territory between 
Dlxmude and Nleuport, on the North 
Sea coast, Is now frequently being, car­
ried on in boats.

Artillery, for the first time In the 
war, has proved Ineffective, but per­
sonal bravery and enterprise are 
counting for much and thb battle is 
beginning to resemble the classical 
siege of Leyden in the sixteenth cen­
tury, with raids and counter raids by 
means of flat bottomed boats.

Two corporals of the Seventh Bel­
gian Infantry have been made Knights 
of the Leopold Order for transporting 
40 men, including 15 severely wound­
ed, across the Inundations under heavy 
Are.

Petrograd, Nov. 19.—Two battles of 
tremendous Importance in the Russian 
campaign against East Prussia and 
Posen are now raging. Neither has 
reached a decisive stage, It Is declar­
ed here; but Russian forces are push­
ing forward with the utmost energy.
The battle in East Prussia Is still rag­
ing along the Gumblennen-Angerburg 
front.

The war office today claimed that 
the German entrenchments bad been 
forced in the Mazurian Lake region In 
Poland. It 1» claimed that the Ger- 

*man advance guard, between the Vis»
\ tula and Warthe was forced to fall 
V back toward the Bzura River.

The advance of the Germans from 
the Eastern frontier Into Poland is foe- 
tog made In great force. It Is accept- 
M here that the greatest German 
ftrength is to be concentrated on this 

sh\ Fighting of the most desperate 
Jgracter has been in progress and 
neavy lessee have been suffered by 
both sides. It Is now a race between 
the Russian army invading East Prus­
sia and the German force striking at 
Poland. It Is believed here that the 
Kaiser expects to relieve the pressure 
upon East Prussia by striking a crush­
ing .blow with his forces advancing 
along the Vistula and from Kallsz. A 
victory for the Russians about Soldau 
would be followed by a quick rush Into 
East Prussia, which would force an 
abandonment of the determined offen­
sive in Poland for the defense of the 
northern province.

The Hague, via London, Nov. 19.—
A Russian staff officer, passing 
through here, has this to say as the 
cause of the present German success in 
Poland:

"‘The Russian army in Poland main­
tains three times as many cavalrymen gresslng, seem to be holding their own.

as the Germans. This cavalry swarm­
ed after the retreating Germans and 
when the Germane suddenly stopped 
the Russian cavalry was dashed to 
pieces like migrating birds flying 
against a rock.

“Meanwhile, the main foody of the 
Russian army, 1,690,000 men, whose 
absolute purpose Is to beat the Aus­
trians decisively, is proceeding un­
molested to attack Cracow, leaving a 
smaller detachment to besiege Prze- 
mysl.

“Therefore,” the officer concluded, 
"the Russians do not intend to attempt 
to cross the Carpathians, but, follow­
ing the Oder river, will make their 
main attack on Germany by way of 
Oppeln, Breslau and Glogau.”

London, Nov. 19.—The unexpected 
blow delivered on the Russian centre 
by General Von Hlndenburg with the 
German army, which had retreated 
from Warsaw, was the predominant 
feature of the news reaching London 
today from the eastern arena.

Having for the time being thrown 
back the Russian advance toward the 
German frontier of Posen, General Von 
Hlndenburg le the hero of the hour In 
Berlin. There Is much criticism In 
Berlin of the German retreat from 
Warsaw, but if the present marked 
reversal of form proves permanent, 
the German centre doubtless will re­
trieve Its reputation just as the allies 
retrieved themselves almost at the 
gates of Paris. The German wedge 
from Posen would appear to have driv­
en the Russian centre more than fifty 
miles back from the frontier, so that 
the line is now about midway between 
German territory and Warsaw. Else­
where along the great eastern front, 
the Russians, where they are not pro­

fit each, at ..
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Washington, 
office despatches to the French em­
bassy here today referred to the great 
loss of life Inflicted on the enemy by 
the edited tboops, and spoke of the 
success of the French scouting parties 
In securing information of German 
troop movements. The despatches 
duplicated war office communications 
with the following additions :

"Supplementary 
celved here reveals that the last three 
days' fighting has resulted particular­
ly disastrously for the adversaries as 
regards the execution rendered by the 
allies In repulsing attacks. To the 
east of Ypres, the Germans '.eft more 
than 1,200 dead In a space of ground 
of riot more than five or six hundred 
metres.

"In the vicinity of Saint, Mill lei, 
after having made successful advances 
our troops withstood the shock of re­
inforcements from the enemy, holding 
all pblnts previously taken. The 
Germans blew up the garrison of 
Chauvincourt with a mine. We had 
partially captured this town, and re­
suming, we were able to force the 
enemy’s ilnes back upon the other 
troops operating In that region.

"The German press has announced 
that a strong French attack in the 
region of Clrey had been repulsed. As 
a matter of fact, we have not engaged! 
at that point, except in recoanoitering. 
These reconnlterlng parties fortunate­
ly have beem successfully conducted, 
and despite resistance, -have discover-

Nov. 19.—Foreign fantry attacks the allies are making!

An unconfirmed rumor reached here 
today that the Germans have evacu­
ated Lille. That town, the report 
says, la now occupied by the British 
troops. There Is no confirmation of 
this report, but, if true, It would Indi­
cate a successful step In the efforts 
of the allies to drive the Germans 
back upon their line.

Lille represents the first defense of 
the line of communication which the 
allies in this district have for their 
objective. A second line has un­
doubtedly been prepared.

The victory In the region of St. 
Mlhtel, In holding the western part of 
the village of Chauvancourt, was short 
lived tot the French. Heavy losses 
are believed to have been sustained 
when this part of the village, which 
had been mined, was blown up by the 
Germans.
