THE ELECTIONS.

Lost in the Small Towns and the
Country -- He Has Not Yet
Enough Figures to Analyze the
the Vote--Will Not Run for the
Senate,

Lincoln, Neb., Nov. 8—William J.
Bryan ton:ght gave out the following
statement concerning the election:

‘““Ilhe result was a surprise to me and
the magnitude of the Hepubiican victory
was a surprise to our opponents as well
as to those who voted our ticket. It is
impos:ible to annalyze the returns until
they are more complete but, speaking
generally, we seem to have gained in the
large cities and to have lost in the small-
er cities and in the country.

‘““Lha Republicans were able to secure
tickets or passes for oll their voters who
were away from home and this gave them
considerabie advantage. We have no way
of knowing at this t.me how much imoney
was spent in the purchase of votes anu
in colonization, but while these would
account for some of the Republican
gains, they could not account for the
,widespread increase .n the Republican
vote. 'Lhe prosperity argument was
probably the most potent one used by
the Republicans. They compared the
present conditions with the panic times
.of 1803 to 1896 and this argument had
weight with those who did not stop to
consider the reasons for the change. lhe
appeal ‘Stand by the president while the
war i3 on,” had a great deal of influence
among those who did not realize that a
war against’ a doctrine of self-government
in the Philippines must react upon us in
this couhtry. We made an honest fight
upon an honest platform and, having
done our duty as we saw it, we have
nothing to regret.

“We are detcated but not discouraged.
The fight must go on. I am sure that
Repubiican policies will be repudiated by
the people when the tendency of these
policies are fully understood. The con-
test between plutocraoy and democracy
cannot end until one or the other 18
comp,etely triumphant.”

Concerning h meelf Mr. Bryan said:

“1 have come ou't of the campaign with
perféet heaith and a clear conscience.
I did my best to bring success to.the
principies for which I stood. Mr. Stev-
enson did all that he could; Senator
Joneés and the members of the Demo-
eratic, Populist, Silver Republicans. and
anti-Imper.alist cormnittees did all they
eould. Mr. Hearst and his associates in
the club organizations put forth their
best efforts. Our mnewspapers, our cam-
paign speeches and our local organizations
all did their part. I have no fault to
find and no reproaches. 1 shall continue
to take an active interest in politics as
Soug as 1 live. I believe it to be the
duty of citizens to do so and in addition
to my intcrest as a citizen, I feel that it
will requre a lifetime of work to repay
the political friends who have done so
much for me. I shall not be a senatorial
candidate before the l.gislature which has
been elected. Senator Aulen deserves the
genatorship, which goes to the Popul sta.
Mr. Hitchcock and Mr. W. H. Thomp-
gon are avowed candidates for the sena-
torship. They both deserve well of the

. pary and I am too grateful to them for

past support to stand in ther way even
if I desired a seat in the senate.”

Mr. Bryan said he has no other plans
at present than to remain at home untu
he had recovered from the fatigue of cam-
paigning. He denied the report that he
would remove from Nebracka and make
Texas his hume.

Gunnere, at Tangicr, und.r which he acted
yesterd.y, were to collect an indemnity from
the Moorish government for the maurder of
Marcus Essag.n, a natu adzed American citi-
zen who was killed about a year ago by a
mob. Besagin became involvid in an aiter-
cation with a Mcor against whom he had
accidently run, when a crowd of the Mooi’s
comrades fell upcn him and beat him to
death. The Moorish government disclaimed

‘ sresponsib.l.ty for mob vioience of this kind,

but the Un.ted Stat.s governmeat contended
that the Moorish government had failed in
its obl gations in dec innig to take any atepc
to punish the pe petratcrs cf the crime. Now
Mr. Gunnere 1s d.rected again to present the
case, with an urgent request for a settle-
ment.

Washington, Nov. 8.—After a night of
excitement over a threatened conflict be-
tween negroes and whites, quiet prevailed
this morning and through the prompt ac
tion of the town authorit.es aided by the
members of company H. 10th Pennsyl-
vania volunteers, a race riot was averted.

FATALITY I WESTMORLAD.

Three-year-old Child Wand-
ered Away from Home

FOUND DEAD.

It Had Become Bewildered and
Laid Down in a Field--Killed by
Cold During - the Night -- No
Evidence of Violence.

Moncton, Nov. 8—(Special)—The little
three-year-old child of J. H. Hanington of
Caledonia Road, which strayed away from
the house Tuesday afternoon, was found
dead in a field three-quarters of mile from
its home this morning. When the child was
missed from home search was immediately
made but no trace was found until today.
It was first thought that the child had
been stolen or carried off by a bear, but
the mystery was ¢leared up today when
the dead body was found in its fathér’s
stump field. From appearances the little
one had wandéred off and got lost and
becoming fatigued had laid down and fall-
ing asleep d'ed from exposure diring the
night. There was no ev'dence that death
had been caused by violence.

Max Shinburn Back in the New Hamp-
shire Penitentiary.

Concord, N. H:, Nov. 8—At 8 o’clock
tonight a man whom the coufs of New
York have decided vo be Maxmillian
Schoenbein, better known as Max Shin-
burn, who escaped 5 years ago from the
New Hampshire state prison, where he
had been committed fur Len years, as pen-
auty for the robbery of the fuuds ot a bauk
at Walpoie, re-eatered the New Hamp-
shite prison to serve the remainder ot hs
sentence. dShinburn arrived in this c.ty
this evening from Piavtsburgh, N. Y., in
the custody of Sherifi W. 8. Tuttle ot
Keene, Cheshire county, N. H., and J. W.
Rogers, a detective in the empioy of the

American Bankers’' Association. More than

100y people had ussembied in a dniving
rain storm to greet Shinburn-und his ‘cap-
tors. Shinburn was heavity ironed and
shackled to Sheriff Tuttle and smiled broad
ly at the excitement causcd by his arnvai.
He d.d not appear in the least nervous or
depressed. Upon arrival at the state prison
he was turned over tv Warden Cox and
the usual formalities attendant upon the
commitment of criminals were completed.
The prson from which he made his escape
35 years ago was a stone structure on
North State street in the heart of the
city and when he made his sensational
escape by breaking through the gate lead-
ing from the prison yard to the street run

ning past the prison he had served les- |

than one year of his ten years’ sentence.
Tonight he entered the new prison which
is located two miles from the ceatre of
the city and is a far different structure
from that of 35 vears ago. Here he wili
serve out the balance of his =entence.

Her face became flushed, she again come
pla'ned of numbness and blindness, sudden-
ly became very pele, fainted, and diéd '35
minut s after sha was stung.- - :

Another oase was that of a girl of %3,
who was stung by a wasp behind -the: angle
of the jaw. The sting was at once ex-
trac'ed and ammonia applied. In a_ fem
m.nutes she complained of ' faintoeds: &0
would have fallen if she had not beem sup-
ported. Her facé assumed an expression of
great anxiety and a few minutes lagter ‘she
was tossing on the bed, complaining: of ia
horrible fec!l ng of choking-and of agonize
ing pain in the chest and abdomen. Brandy
gave no rellef. There was nausea, ‘but’ab
vomitng. She rapidly became HiseuSIBIS,
and died 15 minutes after reteiving the sting.
The most probable explamation . of: sudh
cases seems to lle in what s known - a8
tdiosyncrasy—that is, abnormal sensitiveness
n pa touar individuals to certain , foxfe
sgents.
