Cronberg, Aug. 5— Dowager Empress
Frederick died this evening.

Closely following the announcement of
the death from the castle, the charch
bells were tolled and the flags hall-:nast-
ed. Visitors to the castle began inseribing
their names in a book placed for the pur-
pose in the thall. It is said that’ the im-
mediate cause of death was dropsy, ac
companying’ the cancer. The remarkable
vitality of the Dowager Impress aston-
ishad her physicians. She ' retained con-
sciousness to the end. The castle grounds

There seems little doubt that the
message came from Friedrichshof, al-
though who sent it no one seems to know.

Count Manshal Haupt, who gave out the
insceurate announcement, has been sum-
moned fo Cronberg. The false news was
telegraphed widely and many German
cities displayed signs of mourning. When
the official contradiction was sent this was
scarcely believed.

Soon after nightfall Emperor William,
acccmpanied by the empress and the crown
prince, drove back to Hcmburg. \Whether
the body will lie in state has not yet been
determined.

The Dowager Empress knew her days
were few. She had said farewell to most
of her servants, asking their wishes when
she should be gone. It is understood that
<he has arranged for the future of nearly
every one of them. She Lad expressed a
desire that not much should be knowa by
the public concerning her disease, lest
some should be saddened.

There was much reluctance in summon-
ing King Edward, as it was not desired
that e should have a long wait.

Tonight the children . of the deceased
placed floral tributes around the body.
The face wears a singwarly peaceful ex-
pression almost childlike, having shruak
jrom its normal size.

Soon after the announcement was made,
the flags on all the public buildings in
Bertin were lalf-masted. It is taken for
granted that the interment will be at
Triedenskirche, Potsdam, by the side of
Emperor Frederick, but the date of the
function is not known pubticly.

Berlin, Aug. 5.—The papers assert that
the Dowager Kmpress long ago adopteld
ler husband’s motto, “Learn to suffer
without complaining.”

She recently ordered that the public
dhould be exciuded from the grounds of
Friederichshcf, eaying:

“Fhe world shall not learn what I am
suffering. I will not be pitied in my mis-
fortune.”

Washington, Aug. 5—A despatch was
received at the state department from
Ambassador White announcing the death
of the Dowager Empress of Germany. The
despatch was sent to the president at
Canton. ‘

London, Aug. 8—Tate last night King
Tdward intimated a desire that the Cowes
regatta pragramume should be proceeded
with, thus fo.lowing the precedent keopt
by Queen Victoria at the death of the
Duke of Saxe-Coburg.

Philadeiphia, Augz. 5—A terrific explos-
jon occurrved in a grocery store on Locust

 street, west of 10Lh street, shontly before

10 o’clock tonight: In a moment this store
with two adjoining groceries, two second-
hénd clothing stores and a restaurant
were levelled 10 the ground and the fire
department is now working on the burn-
ing debris. A nmumber of persons are
thought to be killed.

It is now estimated that at least 20 per-
sons are dead. IFrom 20 to 25 others have
been taken to the hospitals, many of them
badly injured. The fire has been gotten
uhder control and firemen and policemen
are ‘notv searching the ruins for bodies.
The upper floors of the building were all
ogcupied as living quarters.

.No. 1010 Locust street was Rosenthal’s
second hand clothing store. MHis family
consisted of himeelf, wife and five chil-
dren.

‘No. 1012 was Jones, restaurant, patroa-
ized principally by eolored people. In this
building it is estimated were 15 persons.

No. 1014, McClemmy's grocery, esti-
mated three persons.

'N({- 1016, Quigley’s grocery, the family
consisted of liusband, wife, three children
and an uncle.

No. 1018, Mounten's groeery, estimate:d
four peisons. How many members of the
families mentioned were in the houses at
the time cannot be told. Neither can it
be said how many customers were in the
stores. The sidewalks at the time were
crowded with passersby and loungers and
few had opportunity to escape falling walls
ar the shock of the explosion.

That the terrific explosion completely
wrecked five struclures and caused the
death of from 10 to 20 or more perscns
is the latest despatch. Over two score oi.
other people were more er less senriously
injured. Some of those taken to the hoss
pitals will die. 1t is e-timated that at
lgaxf 75 pirsens were in the five buildings
when the explosion occurred and the ex-
act number of dead will probab'y not be
Lnown for 24 hours.

o'clock. What exploded and how it hap-
péned is not known at this time, but it i3
believed to have been a barrel of gasolenc
in one of the three grocery stores. With
tHe exception of No. 1,008, the front walls
of the buildings were blown outward into
the street, while the roofs and floors were
blown upward and fell straight to the
ground. Every building on the opposite
side of Locust street was more or less
wrecked.

A termible cry went mp from the ruins
the moment the expesion occurred. Wo-
men, children and men, occupants of the
wrecked houses, could b> scen crawling
from the debris, while the agonizing cries
of others were heard in the wreckage.
From all the surrounding buildings ia-
jured people came running and fell in the
street unconscious.

Fire Adds lts Horror.

To add to the horror fire broke out in
the debris the moment is settled to the
ground and in less then five minutes the
great pile was burning fiercely from end
to end. A general alarm was turned in
and meantine the work of rescuz was
voluntarily begun by those in the neigh-
borhood that were not injured.

Here and there a person was dragzed
from the ruins before the fire could reach
the vietims, several lives being saved by
this promp: work. The fire was soon uu-
dér control. Near the cdge of the debris
goveral colored men were laken out and
sent to the hospial. Cries were heard
coming from the cellar of Mountain’s
g ocery stcre. Fifty men with rope and
vackle were immediately put to work at
that point and pulled away the roofing
and flooring which had fallen into a mass-
ed heap. From the bottom of the heap,
doubled up were taken a man and a Wo-
man. The man was able to speak but the
woman was apparently dead.

¥rom the damaged houses on the op-
posite side of the street almost a score of
persions were. taken.

with the injured. None of those taken to
the hospital have died up to midnight.
Two hundred men are now at work clear-
ing away the wreckage. The buildings con-
taining the pool rooms, clothing store
and the restaurant were three story buick
struetures while the other three buildings
were two and one-half stories.

Philadelphia, Aug. 6—At 1.30 a. m,, the
only known deaths are those at the hospi-
tals, that of an unknown colored woman
and a two-year-old colored child. At the
PPenna hospital five of the patients will,
it is thought, die before morning. These
are two colored women, one colored man
and two colored children. Others at the
various hospitals will also die. Among
these are Samuel Gale, aged 40 (white),
and his daughter, Florence Gale, aged *0-
Both are badly burned in addition to
other injuries.

Of the Rosenthal family, Minnie, aged
12, was taken from the ruins seriously in-
jured and will die. The father is also
badly injured, but may recover. The other
members of the family escaped uninjured.

‘'here are many persons inissing accord-
ng to the statements of neighbors or of
those who were familiar with the move-
ments of those occupying the buildings.
1t is supposed that a number of bodies
will be found in the ruins of the restaur-
ant, of colored patrons. Quite a number
were seen in the place immediately pre-
deding the explosion. It will require sev-
eral hours’ hard work to remove the piles
of roofing, flooring and walls which feil
mto the cellars of the wrecked buildings
which covers the unfortunate victims.
From 40 to 45 persons are tonight lying
in the various hospitals suffering more or
less serious injuries.

At 2 a. m., the searchers came across
the inanimate body of a colored woman,
but remarkable t> relale the woman was
alive and asked for water. She was placed
in an ambulance and sent to a hospital.

_She had beea in the ruins four and a half

Phe jolting exploded the stuff on the
tracks and the train was stopped Wwithin
a few feet of the gaping hole made by the
dxplosion. No one on the train was hurt.

The object of the alliance between Aus-
tria-Hungary and Roumania is to frighten
Russia away from the Balkans and to pre-
vent o Slavonic federation against Aus-
tria-Hungary and its allies.

It is expected that wien King Alex-
ander of Servia and Prince Ferdinand of
Bulgaria arrive here in September the

BATTLE LASTED FOR
 SEVENTEEN DAYS,

Conflict with the Colombian Revolu-
tionisis--Troops too Much Played
Out to Pursue.

New York, Aug. 5—A. Diaz Guerrera,
agent in this city of the Oolumbian revo-
lutionists today, received information from
a trusted agent who had reached Venezu-
ela, that a bloody battle was fought at
Palo Negro in the latter part of May.
The conflict lasted 17 days. The battle
was drawn at the end of that period, the
insurgents retiring when their ammuni-
fion was exhausted, the government troops
being too badly cut up to pursue the rev-
olutionists,

By the Red D. liner Philadelphia, which
arrived here today-from Venezuela, agent
Guerrera received a budget of information
in the form of reports, cablegrams and let-
ters from the scene of hostilities. These
stated that General Benjamin Herrera,
who is attacking from the Pacific side, is
at present operating in the departmnt
of Caucas; General Ardilla; who is advanc-
ing ifrom the Atlantic, is in the depart-
ment of Santander and in possession of
Ceana City. Generals A. Castillo and
Clodmiro Castillo have effected a junction
of their forces and are at El Valle, in the
department of Magdalane and General
Marin has fought an important battle at
Jirardot in the department of Cundina-
maroa, which is in the interior of the
country, about 100 miles from Bagota, the
capital of Columbia.

Important and successful engagemen:s
bave been fought by General Herrera at
't L..%co and Barbacos and other insurgent
victories are reported from the southern
portion of the department of Caucas. A
great revolutionary army is said to. be
operating on the Pacific side of Columbia.

Senor Guerrera says he lias not for some
time received any information concerning
the whereabouts of General Uribe-Uribe,
who has been appointed by General  Var-
gos Santos in supreme command of the in-
surgent army. Continuing, he said:

“T'here will be no cause for the United
States of North America to interfere be-
cause of the revolution in Columbia. The
insurgents will not disturb the operation
of the railway or the digging of the canal
at the isthmus. They were up in that
section of the country before and these
operations were not disturbed.”

The Atlas line steamer Altai, which ar-
rived here today from Colombian ports,
18 the first one from Cartagena since the
arrival there of the steamer Alleghany of
(teneral Uribe and the latter’s peace emis-
sary. According to the mail advices and
newspapers, Col. Murillo is not incarcerat-
ed, as was reported, in one of the under-
ground dungeons of Cartegema.
