| THE HOUSE THRONGED BY DISGUISED PURCHA-.

SERS—FURNITURE OF BEGAL MAGNIFICENCE
SELLING FOR A SONG-=A PAINTING BY MRS,
MANSFIELD AT 65 GENTS—FISK'S PORTRAIT.

An unwonted seene was enacted near the
Grand Opera House yesterday. The centre
of attraction wasat 359 West Twenty-third
street, where the household goods of Miss
Helen Josephine Mansfiéld" weré being of-
fered at public. auotion, under the hammer
of Frederick A. Burnham. The articles
offered for sale cmbraced almost everything
useful and ornamental in a truly aristocra-
tic establishment. :

Shortly after 10 o’cléck the auctioneer’s
red flag was displayed from the wide stone
steps,and the hall doors were thrown open.
A curious throng at once began to pourin:
Not less than 2,500 persons, balf of them
ladies, were in and ott daring; the dayyips
specting the turaiture,and unttering exglam-
ations -of wonder and delight as they
eame across some rare and costly ornament
or article ol verfu.

There are four floors and a basement in
thé’ bailding: Those who proposed pur
thasing established themselveson the floors
in which their proposed purchase lay.
