Common Council.

At the-meeting -of the Conncil, held
yesterday' aftérnoon, a lengthy report
was read, frodi: the Superintendent of
Sewerage aud Water Supply, showing
the rensons why extensive additions
should be made'to the works of the de-
partment.- Mi. Murdoch estimated that
16,650 feet of 6, 12 and 15 inch pipe are
required in Portland, and 14,600 of 6, 8,
10 and 12 inch pipe in the City. The
startling statement wais made that the
whole dependence of Portland, at pres-
ent, is on a 12 inch main; and wh:n, for
repairs or other reasons, the water has
to be shut off this pipe the greater por-
tion of the Town i3 left without water
for any purpose whatever.  The pipe in
question was laid In; 1857-8, and to day
58 streets conmtaining about 2,125 fami-
lies, numerous factories, workshops and
engines depend upon it for their water
supply, and upwards of ‘$2,400,000 worth
of property rely upon it for protection
against fire. He recommends a second
main so thet one could always be ready
and the firé risk reduced to a
minimam. The smaller’ pipe is requir-
ed for the use of private 1amilles
whose present dependence is on surface
springs and shallow wells redundant
with the germs of disease. Iu the city
an enlargement of the plpes was neces-
sary for protection from fire, the old
pipes having been 14id before the intro-
duction of steam power into .the Fire
Department. The estimated cost of
these extensions is $68,850 for Portland,
and $42,700 for the city, making a total
of $111,050.. 'Gate houscs at the lakes,
compeunsating' sluices, and service pipe
work extending over a period of five
to {en years will cost $50,000, make the
total for water supply $161,050. The re
port gives a statement of the Sewerage
required for the various streets, the total:
being 47,200 feet. The total sum requir-
ed for this work is estimated at $200,200.
The report was adopted, and the usual
amount voted for the Auditor.

The Commissioners of Sewerage also
reported .that they had prepared a bill

anthorizing the necessary assessment for |

the above work to be submitted to the
Legislature. ‘Tleir 'veport ‘was laid on
the table, .

After some discussion over the Dor-
chester Street Extension, in which Ald.
Melick characterized the work as a fraud
of ldrge dimensions, the Council agreed
to give the contractors an acceptance for
$8,850 for work already “dome. * Ald.
Melick moved - and the motion was car-
ried, that the Street: Committee reportat
the next meeting giving an abstract of
thé contract, the work required to be
done, the time allowed for its completion
and the total cost of the same.

The Town Clerk of Portland asked by
letter for the loam of oune of the City en-
gines, and the Fire Comimittee recom-
mented that ah éngine be placed at the
disposal of the Town, though still under
the care of the Chief Engineer. The re-
port was received. The Town of Port-
land dlso sent a letter of thanks for the
services of the Fire Department at the
late conflagration.

The Markef Committee recommended
the Slaughter. House bill, provided that

exceptions were made in. favor of those

who . had _already erected Slanghter
Houses. This was adopted. ‘The anuual
report of the Chief Engincer of the Fire
Departinent was also received and or-
dered to be published.

On .motion of Ald. Ferguson it was
ordered that the Mayor be instructed to
communicate with the Premier as to the
facilities the Government required for
carrying. on the work and what sum
would be given for the. facilities. The
Alderman denied the implication that the
Council had delayed the work, and claim-
ed they had acted in a liberal spirit.

On motion of Coap. Brittain the Di-
'rectors of the Carleton Branch Railway
appointed by the Board were directed to
haud in a veport of the moneys received
and expended by them daring office.

Ald. Russell moved that no new busi-
uess involviug the expenditure ot public
money be brought up at the Board unluss
seven. days’ notice were given' to the
Common Cletk and entered in‘'a bvok

accessible to the ratepayers. This was.

referred to the Bye Law Committee,
The Evangelical Alliance Committee
tendered their resignation and were dis-

4fcharged.. An indignant discussion took
‘place touching the expediency of the pul

pit criticising the ' appointment of the
commnittee, and the Mayor. denied that
any insult was inténded on the part of
the Couneil:

It was ordered that James Magce be
paid $12.18 on account. The bill com-
mittce recommended the widening of
Smyth street, and a number of private
petitions and communica tions comprised
the other business of the session.
