Several units of the First Cana-
dian Army claim the honcur of be-
ing the fiist to have troops operating
on German soil but members of Le
Begiment de la Chaudiere assert
that they were the first Canadian
Regiment to operate as an “entire
unit” inside Germany.

First news of the “Chauds’ being
in Cermany was given to Canadian
.war correspondents on November 21,
19244, The only French-speaking in-
fantiy unit in the Third Canadian
Infantry Division, it occcupied slit
trenches in Germany in the area of
the DeWyler Forest east of Nijime-
gen, veputadly in the van of the Ca-
nadian Army then battling its way
through Holland.

The regiment can trace its origin
all the way back to the French re-
gime in Canada when, prior to 1752,
it was known as Le Seigmeur
Thomas-Pierre-Joseph  Taschereau’s
private militia. German troops who
met the “Chauds” in combat will re-
member them best for their love of
cold steel, bayonets and knives.
