(b) To consider to what extent it would be desirable
for His Majesty's Government in the United 
Kingdom, the Dominions and India to place 
orders for armaments and munitions of war with 
one another in order to assist them to develop 
their respective capacities for the manufacture 
of armaments and munitions of war™

(c) To render a report to the Committee on Munitions
and Food Supplies.
