If a lad has strong eonvie-
tiens (and he nu have—that is m
point) on the subject of temperance
belore he leaves school, it should be
comparatively easy to drafe him into
the League of the Cross; or, at any
vate, he would join some association
where help to this and similar virtues
might be held out to him. I cannot
hide my conviction, however, that for
the whole range of our elementary
schools and classes with which they
deal, temperance is literally the one
vital question.

“ In our modern world the practical
Christianity of our people depends on
this: Whether they let themselves
down to be serfs and slaves of the pub-
lie house or, whether they keep away
from it. The greatest hindrance
to Mass and the sacraments producing
their divine effect is the habit of
drunkenness—the continual indulgence
in unthrift, selfishness and disorder
which this habit carries with it. And
every association which encourages so-
briety is a branch of the lay apostolate.
Temperancegis a compendious name for
the blameless Christian life, as it bears
on our combat against the social evil
in all its forms.
