Tcronto, Sept. 10.—That the fa.me:
{of Toronto as a publishing centre is |
spreading fast fis evidenced by tbei
recent action taken by the represent-
ative gathering of United States and |
Canadian educationists. The superin-
tendents of the institutions for the |
deaf and dumb at their wm‘ontioni
last year decided to prepare a book |
for use in the schools dver which

;they preside. The preparation of the

book and all details of publication
were left in the hands of a strong
{committee with full authority to
complete  arrangements. This com-
imittee, in considering the matter
very carefully, out of all the Can-
adian and United States publishing
firms picked upon George N. Morang
& Company, Limited, and  entrusted
them with the publ cation oi the
work. Th? book was issued a short
|time ago apd copies have been dis-
trlbuted to the various institutions.
{In conversation with Mr. Morang,
president of George N. Morang &
Company, Limited, some further in-
formation about this important de-
parture was obtained by a corres-
pondent.

“Yes,” said Mr. Morang, ‘‘I must
say that I am very much gratified at
this prooi of confidence on the part
jof the committee of the superintend-
ents of the deaf and dumtb -institu-
tions. It is another instamce of the
{reputation which Canada is building
lup for doing thoroughly good work
{in every line of manufacture. The
whole book was produced right here
in Toronto, printing, illustrations,
binding, aH complete. We have every
ireason to. feel proud of the work
| which we have turned out, land if we
may judge from the letters of appre-
ciation we are receiving from the su-

perinten-d.wns‘ we have achieved a
distinct' success. It is a new thing
for Canada to export educational

texts to the United States and other
countries, and that is just|what we
are now doing. We have already sent
there. books to every state in the
American Union. Only the other day’
we despatehed a large case|of books
to New Scuth Wales, and this morn-
ing we filled an order from Glasgow
for a large number.
