FIRE IN EDGECOMBE'S BLOCK.
Rex Leek's Eating Saloon Badly Damaged—
Origin of the Pire Unknown.

The firemen were called out shortly after
ten o’c'oct Sunday night to extioguish »
fire, which originated in the kitchen' of
Leek’s eating snloon in the Edgecombe
block, corner King and York streets. Th
fire was discovered by Mr Wm. J. Edce-
eombe, who lives on the secind flat of the
building. When the firemen arrived, the
rear of the saloon wasall in & blasze, and it
looked as if tte whole building would be
destroyed. By their exoel'eat work, how-
ever, they succeeded in confiaing the flames
to the kitchen, and in less than an hour had
them completely extingaished. Tbe orizin
of the fire 18 notknown. Mr. Leek says that
he visited his placo about three qusrters of
an hour before the alarm was sounded, and
that there was then no sign of fire. There
bad been no fire in thestove all day. It is
generally supposed that the fire started from
alamp exploding, ay the flames seemed to
have spread so repidly. Had the fice broken
outa few hours later, it would, no doubt,
have proved most disastrous. As it was, it
was discovered just in time to prerent the
destruction of the entire buildiog. The
lower flat of the building is occapied by D.
