Tux success of the late exhibition 
at Halifax, which was mentioned in 
our last issue, seems to have ex­
cited tbe belief in some, that tbe 
lime has now arrived in which much 

may arise from an inter-pro- 
' inuM exhibition of the products 
and manufactures of tho three Mari­
time Provinces. We know of no 
definite reason why sucli an exhibi­
tion should not take place, and 
though it may he needless to record 
any argument of ours in its favor, it 
is very necessary to ask, what inter­
est the northern counties of New 
Brunswick should take in the enter­
prise, or how the people of this dis­
trict may best show, by the produce 
of llteir labour, what industry and 
skill prevail even in this remote part 
of Canada. Annually we arc made 
conscious of the fact that in Mirami- 
vhi there is an association among 
Some of our farmers for the promo­
tion of onr agricultural interests.—
The ploughing match which takes 
place every year, brings this society 
and its efforts into notice, while tbe 
district exhibitions of produce and 
household manufactures, though 
probably not so interesting as they 
might be, have always had a benefi­
cial effect upon our agricultural pros­
pects.
