Newcastle failed to score in the 
third and fourth, but managed to 
get two over in the fifth. In their 
sixth they were retired with no runs 
to their credit, but in the seventh 
they made a batting rally and scor­
ed 3 runs. At this stage of the game 
M looked as if Newcastle had struck 
their pace and prospects looked good 
for them, as the score stood 11—9 
against them, and they were going 
strong. Then came the fateful eighth 
and Chatham ran up five runs, which 
cinched the game for them.
