only a big lucky fluke that it
ever ged to this country at all.

In the year 1123 Domenico Mi.

chieli, the Doge of Veulce, under-

took ‘a erusade in Syria and Pales-
tine, routed the Saracens and en-
Doge found himséif* greatly ombar
rassed for want of money, as the
expected supplies had not arrived,
and the Venetian troops ( mercenary
for the most part) clamored for the
immediate payment under the
threat of wholesale desertion, Then
Domenico Michieli ordered a hrg:
number of pieces of leather to
stamped - with the pomel of his
sword, on which his name and coat
of arms were engraved, adding the
number of gold coins each was in-
tended to represent. And behold,
the money lenders in Jerusalem had
such respect for the Doge and his
honesty, and so groat faith in the
credit of the city of Venice, that
they advanced the required amount
on the security of these pieces of
leather, which then passed into car-
rency under the name of “ Michie-
lotti.” They were afterwards re-
deemed in Venice on presentation,
and at a later period added to the
coat-of-arms of the Venitian nobili-
