Ann an all oighCa session, the 
"United Stales Congress yeiterda) 
morning agreed upon a resolution 
along the lines of the President * 
message, only stronger than the mes 
sage. It empowers the President oi 
the United Sûtes to demand the 
Government of Spain to relinquish 
its authority and government in tht 
Island of Cuba, and withdraw its 
forces therefrom. This resolution 
was expected to be signed by the 
President yesterday. It would then 
hâve the force of law. It will read­
ily be .seeilhat this is tantamount 
a declaration of war. It is impossi 
ble to conjecture what a day may 
bring forth ; but the final outcom 
cannot be long delayed.

Postmaster General Mullock 
seems to be an arbitrary man who 
imagines he is in no way bound 
to be civil or courteous to his op­
ponents or associates in Parliament 
He went a little too far in the as- 
sertion of this peculiarity 
Thursday last In the House 
Commons on that date, Mr. Taylor 
put a question to the Postmaster 
General respecting the dismissa'

Mulock not only refused 
answer, but was uncivil, and said 
Mr. Taylor must move for papers 
and obtain his information in that 
way. Thereupon, the questioner 
moved the adjournment of the 
House, and held up Mr. Mulock 
for an hour and a half. After 
this halt in the business of the 
afternoon, the Postmaster capitu­
lated and meekly answered all 
the questions asked.

His Eminence Elzear Alexan­
der Taschereau, Cardinal Arch­
bishop of Quebec, died at his 
residence, Quebec, on Tuesday, the 
12th inst He had been in very 
feeble health for the past few 
years. Elzear Alexander Tasch­
ereau was born at St. M avy, Bouce 
on the 17th of February, 1820, 
and was consequently 78 years of 
age at the time of his death. He 
was educated at the Quebec Sem­
inary,and in Borne,and in 1842 was 
ordained to the priesthood in his 
native parish of Ok IAm*, Boue*.. 
After filling various positions in 
connection with, the Seminary of 
Quebec, and serving in other posts 
of honor and trust, he was ap­
pointed Archbishop of Quebec in 
1871, being at the time Rector of 
Laval University. In 1886 he was 
elevated to the cardinalat», to the 
great joy of the Canadian people 
His funeral took place yesterday.

Premier Warburton, on rising, 
complimented the mover and 
seconder of the address, then-sqea
ferred to the jubilee celebration, 
and passing on to the other para­
graphs pointed ont the changes 
that had, of late years, taken place 
in the methods of farming in this 
Province. In connection with the 
cheese industry, he was willing to 
accord credit to the late Conser­
vative administration at Ottawa 
for what they had done in this 
direction. He claimed, however, 
that the industry had been further 
fostered by the present Liberal 
Government. He said that 60 per 
cent, of the cheese going into the 
British market is sent from Can­
ada. The best of this cheese, he 
thought, came from Prince Ed­
ward Island. On the other hand 
not more than 4 per cent, of the 
butter made in Canada goes to 
Great Britain. He thought there 
was no good reason why our but­
ter should not be a good second to 
our cheese in the market of the 
mother country. He expressed 
himself in favor of the Dommon 
taking the Stock Farm off onr 
hands and turning it into an ex­
perimental farm. Difference of 
soil as well as other differences 
might prevent ns from receiving 
much benefit from the farm at 
Nappan. He showed how, ten 
years ago, Ontario was ahead of 
Quebec in the manufacture of 
butter and cheese ; but now the 
last named Province, in conse­
quence of improvements, was tak­
ing the lead. If we had a prac­
tical scientific farmer here the 
greater part of the time, it would 
be the greatest advantage to ns, 
Such men have paid us a few 
visits, sent higther by the Depart 
ment of Agriculture He praised 
the enterprise of the gentlemen 
wno ngn estannsnecr me 
packing factory here, W» 
other industries besides butter, 
cheese and pork. He was inform­
ed by a gentleman in New Glas­
gow, N. S., that he was prep 
to buy all the wheat the Island 
could produce. He was very san 
gnine that we would soon have 
cold storage, the bridge across the 
Hillsborough, and perhaps the 
railway to Belfast, He prom 
that the report of the recent dele­
gation to Ottawa, when tabled 
would be very interesting. Hon.
