The farmlande are richly fertile,
with rice lands and tea plantations,
bighly caltivated, - nd producing twc
orcps A year,in some places ever
three, The pative hats along the
tivers are built high opon piles to
escape the yearly inundations —
which are terribly severe, for, s ip
oase of the Yang-tese-Kiang, the
rivers often rise to the height of &
hundred feet. Among the most in=~
teresting native homes are those of
the houss-boats aloog tbe rivera,
These Kwaizs, as they are called,
are roomy and ocomforlable, Care-
fully navigated by skilled boatmen,
they prove a novel and pleasan:
mesns of tiaval, and Chinese rivers
present soenes of piotaresque and
varied beanty, The janks of the
natives were loug—the only means
of traneporting orope, Fifty years
ago they carried on a prosperous
trade.
