ing as never betove ; that agricultural labor 
libeller rewarded and an increased number 
of acres arc under cultivation ; while railways 
and other internal improvements are pushing 
forward with energy. All this is ascribed 
primarily to the stimulus imparted by an ac 
tire cotton trade, although manufacturer and 
trader alike still complain of the inferior 
grades of fibre, which no skill, thus far, has 
been able to remedy, and w Inch operates to 
deter the permanent investment of capital m 
India, from fear of successful rivalry in other 
errantries. Nor is the advantage realized so 
much the result of great production as of aug­
mented prices. In 18ti0 the exports of cot­
ton to Great Britain from India amounted to 
1*833,000 cwt.; and then came the sudden 
advance in the price of cotton, owing to the 
disturbances' in the United States, and in 
1862 the exports amounted to 3,505,000 cwt.
