MANY KILLED IN WRECK.

Passenger Travelling Fifty Miles an

Hour Cellides With Freight Near
‘Middletown, O.

Middletown, Ohio, July 4.—Forty
people are dead and between eighty
and one hundred are injured as a
result of a wreck on the Cincinnati,
Hamilton and Dayton line, between
the Big Four Twentieth Century
Limited and a Cincinnati and Ham-
fiton freight train, a quarter of a
mile west of Middletown early this
afternoon.

Four of the bodies have been
brought to various undertaking es-
tablishments ‘in Middletown, but up
to a late ‘hour last evening anly a few
of them had been identified.

The engines are a mass of .ruins.
The passenger coaches were teles-
coped, while the smoker went over
the baggage car and landed in a corn
field. Hardly a passenger on the
train escaped without some injuries.

The 8ig Four train was bowling
along at .ity miles an hour. It was
said here this evening that the en-
gineers of ‘the two trains had not
Seén the other's engine until \too
close to prevent the accident.

Orders had been given, it was said,
for a clear track for the Big Four
train, which left Dayton about one
o’clock this afternoon, and was try-
ing to mgke up the lost time of ten
minutes.

The collision occurred a mile west
of Middletown. The engines crashed
together with terrific impact and they
crashed into and through the cars of
both trains.

SASKATOON TALKS STREET CARS

Citizens Will Vote Next Month on
Question of Municipal Ownership.

Saskatoon, July 3.—As a result of
a conference between the city coun-
¢cil and three or four Edmonton
gentlemen, representing English
capital, a proposition has been sub-
mitted to the city council for the in-
stallation of a street railway system
in the city. After considering the
question it was decided to secure a
referendum vote of the ratepayers as
to their desire for municipal or pri-
vate ownership. This vote will be
taken early next month, and no mat-
ter which way the vote goes there
will soon be active operations on a
street railway. In case the citizens
decide in favor of private ownership,
the Edgnonton syndicate declare they
are in a position to begin operations
within two months.
