Irish Blood.
The Irish. have faults, they have 

been criticized for their turbulence, 
and lack of coherence and stability in 
their efforts at government, but what 
America is not proud of the IRISH 
BLOOD THAT FLOWS IN HIS 
VEINS?

In fact the Irish appear to have per­
formed greater feats abroad than at 
home. This letter may be due to in­
ternal conditions, or the lack of satis­
factory hame government. Certain it is 
that those of Irish blood, have played 
conspicious parts in all civilized lands 
where the Irish have emigrated to and 
take foot.

Most Americans have some Irish 
blood in their veins and they never at­
tempt to conceal the fact, rather do 
they blazon it abroad. They want it 
known that their ancestors came from 
the land where the harp of Erin, tunes 
its mellow notes, where the shamrock 
grows in wild profusion and where the 
age long fight for liberty is a part of 
the religion of the country. Where the 
grass grows greenest and the cheeks 
of the maidens glow brightest, where 
wit is proverbial and eloquence reach­
es highest perfection.

In truth Ireland is a great country 
and its people are a great people and 
whatever the reasons for it, it is a pity 
that such a land and such a people 
have not been able to accomplish those 
great results that the resources of the 
country and the talents of the people 
entitle them to.

Irish soldiers are proverbjal for their 
courage and resourcefulness, Irish 
statesmen are noted the world over for 
their ability and magnetic personality, 
and Irish merchants are noted for 
their thrift and ingenuity—yet the 
country has not prospered on account 
of political conditions. It is highly re­
grettable that these conditions seem 
impossible of adjustment. There ought 
to be some way for the relations be­
tween England and Ireland to be har­
monized, that there is a way if it can 
just be found. If the. United States 
government was not so overwhelmed 
with problems of its own it might act 
as mediator and possibly find the way.

Scotland “Has
Her Freedom.”

In view of the fact that the United 
States Foreign Relations Committee 
has received a plea for self-determina* 
tion for Scotland, a telegram assert­
ing that "Scotland doer, not require 
to appeal for self-determination ; she 
has it,” has been sent to Senator 
Lodge, Chairman of the Senate Foreign 
Relations Committee, from the office 
of Thos. R. Gibb, ltoyal Secretary of 
the Order of Scottish Clans. It was 
signed by A. G. Finlay of Portland, 
Ore., Royal Chief, aul the AiJjer of­
ficers of the Royal Clan.comprising the 
Royal Executive Council. The tele­
gram expressed the conviction of the 
Council that pleas for self-determina­
tion for Scotland, which have been 
presented to the Foreign Relations 
Committee, "do not represent the sen­
timent of the great majority of the 
Scottish people either at home or 
abroad.”

(From Cardinal Mercier's 1914 Mes­

sage.)
“God will save Belglum/my brethren; 

you cannot doubt it,
"Nay, rather, He is saving her.
"At once we were conscious of our 

own patriotism. For down within us 
all is something deeper than personal 
interests, than personal kinships, than 
party feeling, and this is the need and 
the will to devote ourselves to that 
more general interest which Rome 
termed the public thing, Res Publics. 
And this profound will within us is 
patriotism.

“I do not require of you to renounce 
any of your national desires. On the 
contrary, I hold it as part of my epis­
copal office to instruct you as to your 
duty in face of the power that has in­
vaded our soil and now occupies the 
greater part' of our country. The 
authority of that power is no lawful 
authority. Therefore, in soul or con­
science you owe it neither respect nor 
attachment nor obedience.

The sole lawful authority in Belguim 
i3 that of our King, of our govern­
ment, of the elected representatives of 

* the nation. This authority alone has a 
right to our affection, our submission.

"Thus, "the invader’s acts of public 
administrations have in themselves no 

| authority, but legitimate authority has 
tacitly ratified such of those acts as 
affect the general interest, and this 
ratification, and this only, gives them 
juridic value.”
