The Mount Forest Homicide. — Dr. 
Dunbar was brought to Guelph on Satur­
day night, by Constable Conklin, and is 
at present in gaol.

Forgeries at Montreal.—James Hing­
ston, a prominent merchant in Montreal, 
was arrested some days ago for forgery.

The Knox’s Church Case.
Below we give the decision of the Pres­

bytery, which was carried by a majority 
of that body, in reference to the charges 
against the Rev. W. 8.

5. That Mr Ball has been imprudent in 
some cases in the language which he em­
ployed in reference to some parties in the 
congregation.

6. That the Sabbath School and Bible

a considerable time parties have been ap­
plying for pews who could not be accom­
modated, and that the additions from 
time to time to the Communion Roll have 
been large. Therefore,

Resolved—1st, That the disaffected por­
tion of the church be solemnly admonish­
ed to seek the things which make for 
peace with their brethren, and the main­
tenance of the good character, comfort 
and success of tneir minister, as well as 
for the spiritual good and progress of the 
congregation.

2nd. That Mr Ball be affectionately ad­
vised to guard against the employment 
of imnrndent language in his intercourse 
with his people, and to seek as far as in 
him lies the pacification of the troubles in 
the congregation.

Over the Falls.—On the morning of 
the 16th inst. the dead and naked body 
of a man was discovered floating in the 
river below Niagara Falls. It is said 
that bodies coming over the cataract gen­
erally have the clothes torn off.

Heavy Damages.—The jury at the 
Assizes in Cobonrg returned a verdict for 
plaintiff in the sum of $4,500, in the case 
of Clark vs. the Grand Trunk Railway. 
The declaration was for an accident caus­
ed to the plaintiff by the cars which en­
tailed upon him a great deal of suffering 
and money. The defendants set up a de­
fence of carelessness on the part of the 
plaintiff, which the jury did not believe.

A Warning to Youth.—A young 
man named Pickle, aged 19 years, com­
mitted suicide at Port Huron on the 11th 
Inst. He was in the employ of a jeweller, 
and was so tar in his confidence as to be 
entrusted with the key of the safe. Money 
was missed and the theft was traced to 
him, some marked pieces being found on 
his person. His employer was merciful 
and took no legal steps against him but 
his remorse was so great that he went 
and hanged himself.

Railway Accident :—On Friday 
morning, while the Morning Express 
West on the Great Western Railway was 
between Thorold and St. Catharines, an 
old lady attempted to pass from one car 
to the other while the train was in motion. 
She fell between the cars,and one leg was 
run over and cut off below the knee.

Accident in Pdlkington :—While a 
son of Mr. Wm. Bye was drawing a log 
from the woods with a yoke of oxen on 
Tuesday of last week, he slipped and fell 
in front of the log which was drawn over 
his arm, breaking it between the elbow 
and shoulder. Under proper medical 
treatment he is improving.

Robbery in Hamilton :—On Friday 
night last the wholesale establisnment of 
D. Moore & Co., Hamilton, was broken 
open and heavy contributions levied on 
the safe. It is supposed that the robber 
had a duplicate key. He abstracted $8,- 
000 in American 5.20 bonds, $40 in sil­
ver, and $20 in bills. He was apparent­
ly in a hurry for $2,000 in gold,, and an­
other package of American bonds,amoun­
ting to several thousand dollars, deposit­
ed in other parts of the safe escaped his 
observation. The party is suspected and 
officers are in pursuit.

Board of Trade Convention.
The Delegatee from the Boards of 

Trade of Ontario continued their sittings 
in Ottawa on Saturday. The different 
committees reported as follows, and their 
reporte were adopted :—

The Banking Committee approves the 
Resent system, and would deplore any 
change taking from the banks their pres­
ent privileges. They express satisfaction 
at the appointment of a Parliamentary 
committee on the subject.

-As to insolvency, the committee express 
no opinion, in view of the appointment of 
a Parliamentary committee and the action 
of the Government in eliciting informa­
tion on the question. They lope that 
enquiries may result in the adoption of a 
more satisfactory system.

On sugar, the committee recommend 
one cent specific, and 22 per cent, ad 
valorem. Molasses 79 cents per hundred 
pounds on all kinds. Teas, a uniform 
duty of 4 cents specific, and 20 per cent 
ad valorem. Coffees and chicory one cent 
specific and 20 per cent ad valorem on nil 
classes. Fruits, a continuance of present 
duties without addition of any specific 
duty. Tobaccos three cents additional 
on custom duties on manufactured tobac­
co. Liquors, that duty should be charged 
according to strength, whether above or 
below proof, and actual quantity wh&her 
in wood or bottle. Hops, a duty equal to 
that charged on Canadian hops going 
into the United States. Starch, that 
present duty be materially reduced. Cash 
discounts, that a duty be charged on dis­
counts allowed for cash, and that goods 
bought on credit be allowed a discount, 
reducing them to net cash value. That 
the 12th clause of the Customs Act re­
lating to commissions be abolished.

The Committee on Excise Laws recom­
mend a duty of 25 cents per barrel of 40 
gallons on crude petroleum, tangents per 
gallon or refined oil, and similar customs 
duties on ails In addition to present duties. 
That an Inspector be appointed to inspect 
and brand all oils, and that no oil should 
be offered for sale that will not stand 
vapour test of 100°. Such oils to be 
classified as No. 2, Oils standing test 110 
deg. and upwards ss No. 1. The Com­
mittee say that the Inland Revenue Act 
is oppressive and inoperative, and recom- 

that such amendments be made as 
will simplify the mode of collecting reve­
nue on malt.

The Committee on Export Duties, re­
port in favor of the following duties :— 
Shingle bolts, per cord, $1 ; steam bolts, 
oak, white ash and rock elm, $2 ; all 
other kinds, $1 ; round hoot) poles, aver­
aging two inches diameter, per 1,000 
poles, $8 ; split hoop material, per 1,000, 
$1 ; hoop poles , per 1,000, $4 ; telegraph 
poles, 20 feet long and under, per 100

diameter, per 100 posts or 
logs [pine,] per standard log, 20 cents ; 
hardwood, 80 cents ; sheepskins, with the 
wool on, 20 per cent. 20 per cent, ad val­
orem on the extract of hemlock bark 
when exported.
The committee on manufactured goods, 

grain, coal, and other raw materials, re­
port the following recommendations :— 
That all machinery manufactured from 
cast or wrought iron, brass, or any other 
metal, and also candle wick, rated on the 
free list, be chargeable with fifteen per 
cent. duty. That leather and all other 
goods paying ‘ad valorem’ be made to pay 
fifteen per cent. That all kinds of grain 
be admitted free. That raw material 
specially required for manufacturing pur­
poses be admitted free. That great hard­
ships would be inflicted on the country, 
and a severe blow given to manufacturers 
if any duty should be imposed on coal.

The reports were then ordered to be 
embodied and printed, and be presented 
to the Finance Minister by such members 
as are here. The Convention then ad­
journed.

The New Registry Act.
At the late session of the Legislature of 

Ontario, some alterations and amend­
ments were made in the registry law. 
These alterations came into force imme­
diately after the passing of the act, and 
as the acts of the session have not yet 
been published, comparatively few are 
aware of the changes made. These are 
not very important, except in the altera 
tions made in the tariff of fees to be 
charged by registrars, which have been 
somewhat reduced. We annex the rates 
now chargeable for registration of deeds, 
&c., and for searches. In the case of par­
ties sending documents from a distance, 
to be registered, they will thus be able to 
ascertain the exact amount of fees to be 
sent,—prepayment being now, as we un­
derstand, a sine qua non, without literal 
compliance with which, no document will 
be put on record at registry offices gener­
ally—at all events at the registry office 
here. Deeds, mortgages, wills, leases, 
assignments of mortgages, &c., are all 
subject to the same rates per 700 words, 
or under ; and for registering any of these 
the tees are $1.40. For each 100 words, 
or fractional part thereof, between 700 
and 1,400 words, the fee is 15c. : and for 
each 100 words above 1,400, the fee is 10c. 
per 100. Thus a deed, will, or other 
document of 1,000 words will cost $1.85 :

As 
we said before, parties corresponding with 
the registrar, frequently do not know 
what amount of fees to transmit with 
their documents, and this is a source of 
much inconvenience both to him and 
them. By attending to the scale above 
given, they can calculate the amount ex­
actly, and so have their papers registered 
and returned to them without further 
trouble or delay.—Sarnia Observer.

festival to Charles Dickens took place 
last evening at Delmonico’s. Among 
the 200 present were Horace Greeley, 
H.F. Raymond, M. Hallstead, of Cin­
cinnati, ex-Gov. Hawley, of Conn., R. 
Hoe, Samuel Bowles, Manton Marble, 
Geo. W. Curtis, and others of note.— 
After guests had assumed their places 
Mr Dickens entered under escort of 
Horace Greeley, and was cordially re­
ceived. After the sumptuous viands 
had been fully disenssea, Mr Greeley, 
who presided, opened the exercises by 
referring to his introduction to Ame­
ricans 34 years ago of the young Eng­
lish writer then known as Boz.”— 
After some complimentary allusions 
to their guest, Mr Greeley said the 
American press honored itself in hon­
oring the man who had climbed from 
the lower rung of the ladder of the 
Dress, and his triumph in attaining 
ais present eminent position was shar­
ed alike by every individual member 
of the fraternity. He concluded by 
offering as a toast, *• Health, happiness, 
honor and generous recompense to our 
friend and guest, Charles Dickens.*8 
When the ajydause had subsided, Mr 
Dickens'responded in an extended ad­
dress. In the course of his remarks 
he alluded to the feelings caused 
among Americans by the unfavorable 
opinions expressed in his American 
notes and Martin Chuzzlewit. He was 
delighted to witness the improvement 
in the social, moral and material con­
dition of the country, as seen during 
this his last visit, as in the works re­
ferred to he had given his honest im­
pressions at that time. He then said 
it was not his intention to write an­
other book on America. On his re­
turn to England he should, in his own 
journal, publish his present impres­
sions upon America, and do justice to 
the people of this country. He also 
-’"dged himself that so long as he or 
--- heirs had any interest in editions 
of Martin Chuzzlewit and American 
Notes, that, those books should contain 
an appendix refuting any aspersions 
therein contained. He paid a high 
compliment to the energy, enterprise 
and i aient which characterised Ameri­
can journalism, and wished his hearers 
all prosperity and nappiness, closing 
bjT invoking all blessings upon them 
for their fraternal kindness towards 
him. Speeches wete also made by H.
J. Raymond, G. A. Dcmcres, of Al­
bany, J. R. Young, and many others» 
The hall was fully decorated, and the 
party separated about twelve o’clock.

Railway Accidents.—American jour­
nals are again discussing with much 
earnestness the system of railroad man­
agement which exists in the country, 
and its relation to the deplorable ac­
cidents which periodically startle the 
community with their shocking details. 
Many improvements in the material and 
construction of passenger cars and rail­
roads are suggested, and there is reason 
to believe that legislative enactments 
will yet be brought to bear beneficially 
upon the railroad system of the various 
States. A record of the Now Jersey rail­
roads for the past year has been laid be­
fore the State Legislature, and it shows 
that the total number of persons injured 
by railroad “accidents,” was one hund­
red and twenty-five~seventy-five of them 
fatally. On the Central Railroad there 
were thirty-four “accidents,” eighteen of 
which were fatal; on the Belvierc and 
Delaware there were three, of which two 
were fatal; on the Camden and Atlantic 
there were four, all fatal; on the West 
Jersey Railroad there were two; on the 
New Jersey and Transportation Company 
there were sixty-nine, of which sixteen 
were fata); on the Morris and Essex there 
were fourteen, of which all were fatal; 
on the Paterson and Hudson there were 
fifteen, eight of which were fatal, on the 
Raritan and Deleware Bay Railroad there 
were five, all of which were fatal.

The Silver Nuisance.—At the meet* 
ing of the delegates from the Boards of 
Trade, held in Ottawa on Friday, the fol­
lowing resolution was curried :—“ That 
the Banks of Canada, with the sanction of 
the Government, buy up all the silver at 
a discount, say of 4 or 5 per cent., and 
hold it as a part of their specie reserve, 
and agree not to put it again iu circula­
tion. They can then take advantage of 
the best time to sell and ship out of tho 
country ; also, part of it can lie held in 
New York, on which money could be 
borrowed if found necessary. This would 
give the Banks a circulation for their 
bills, of which they complain so much at 
present.

It appears that a man wns driving a horse 
and buggy along Clarence street when 
tho animal becoming alarmed at the noise 
ol the approaching express train, became 
unmanageable, and rushed down the.
