Toronto. Oct. 11 A pronouncement 
in approval of the proposed arbitra- 
tion treaty between Great Britain and 
the United States, and importuning 
its legislative consummation, as a 
prodigious step towards securing the 
world's peace, was made by the Ecu- 
menical Conference at the Metropoli­
tan Church yesterday afternoon.

The resolution was moved by Bishop 
Hendrix, of Kansas City, Missouri, 
and seconded by Rev. Dr. Henry 
Haigh, of Newcastle-on-Tyne, Eng- 
land, president of the conference of 
the Wesleyan Methodist Church. It 
reads as follows:

"We hail with pleasure and pro­
found gratitude the deepening and 
growth of good-will and peace among 
the leading nations of Europe and 
America. The noble work of the 
Hague Conference, as promoted by 
the Federal Council of the Church of 
Christ in America, the Church of Eng­
land and the Free Church councils in 
England, is already bearing fruit in 
this arbitration treaty, which agrees 
to submit questions of national honor 
to the proper tribunals for arbitra- 
tion.
