London, Jen 25.—A letter from Ugan­

da, dated November 27, the laet written 
by Mr. Pilangton, the mieeionary, who 
with Lient. Macdonald, brother of Major 
Macdonald, the commander of the Brit­
ish forces, wae reported on January 10 
to have been killed, eays there has been 
renewed lighting at Fort Lnbawas, and 
that 71 Wagandaa were killed and 188 
were wounded.

'THE WIRE TO ALBERS!.1 to my house, which is about three- 
quarters of a mile distant; had wire 
hxed to my house on December 
2; had instrnmenls working after 
a lot of difficulty on December 8; 
line worked O K until December U; 
went down on the 7th ; fixed two breaks ; 
started out and went to end of Cameron 
lake to find trouble; found none, and 
returned on the 8th. I sent a man over 
the line, and he reported it in good 
order. He went three miles on this side 
of Alberni and found no trouble. On 
the 9th the Comox line went down south 
of Parksville. I mended four breaks, 
put wire on six poles, and had it in 
working order at 3 p.m. on the same 
day. Haslam came here and told me 
the line was in the mud on the 10th. I 
went over my line and found it in good 
working order, as I left it affèr fixing it 
on the 7th. On the 11th I did not go 
over it, but it wae still open. On tne 
13th I went over my section again, and 
found it in good working order. On the 
14th I took a man with me and went as 
far as Cameron lake, and proceeded on 
to Alberni next piorning, the 15th; 
found no trouble; arrived at the tele­
graph office about 11 a.m., when Mr. 
Haslam said that the line had been 
working for about an hour, but it had 
gone open again ; he said he would try a 
couple more batteries ; he reached under 
the counter and started to work with the 
wires and we immediately heard Parks­
ville calling.

“ I may mention that in going over 
the line from Parksville to Alberni, I 
tested the line both ways every two 
miles. I found the current every time 
towards Parksville, but no current to­
wards Alberni ; the last test was made 
within two miles of Alberni, about 10 
o’clock on the morning we reached 
there.

“ I have forgotten to mention that on 
the 10th, while returning to Parksville, 
I met Mr. Haslam on his way to Al­
berni. He asked if I found any trouble. 
I told him ‘ No,’ and asked him where 
line was down in the mud. He answered 
‘ Line looked as if in the mud.’ I told 
him I bad been over my whole beat and 
found no trouble of any kind. He said 
‘Perhaps it is my end that is down.’ 
There has been no trouble since the 
15th.”

A letter from H. S. Law, grocer, Al­
berni, is in the correspondence. He 
seems to have no difficulty in pointing 
out that the delay to a message of his 
“ seemed to point to incompetence or 
culpable negligence on the part of those 
at Parksville.”

Sydney Aspland, Alberni, writes to C. 
H. Haslam, the agent there, that he is 
“ expecting important cablegrams and 
have also messages to send forward, and 
it seemed a most extraordinary and dis­
graceful state of affairs that the messages 
could not be got through when the line 
seemed to be all in order,”

W. F. Archibald writes that he was 
afraid there wae trouble in the batteries 
at Alberni or Parksville. From the 
correspondence it now appears that the 
trouble was in the Alberni office, yet the 
complaining public were all round Mr. 
Haslam.

Mr. Keely, in a note to the minister, 
says : “ It appears from this file of letters 
that our former lineman at Parksville 
acted in a very reprehensible manner at 
the time of the removal of that office.”

Complaints About New Appointee

Among yesterday’s arrivals was Wil­
liam K. Ealing, who has been engaged 
in newspaper work in Washington and 
British Columbia for the past ten years, 
and who is now here in the interest of 
the Rossland Miner. He will, In all 
probability, remain during the session of 
parliament as the representative of sev­
eral Kootenay papers. .

“ Rossland is on a more substantial 
business basis than at any time in its 
history,” said Mr. Ealing, “ for the 
simple reason that the day of the wild­
cat has passed, and the confidence thus 
inspired, has resulted in a number of 
large deals recently. There is plenty of 
capital ready and waiting for the pur­
chase of any property of merit, and the 
consequence is that development of 
numerous prospects is in progress. 
There is also a good market for stocks, 
and brokers are well satiefied.

“ Much is expected during the com­
ing year of the Boundary country, in 
which, prospectors say, are to be found 
some of the richest and most promising 
properties in British Columbia. Only 
the absence of transportation facilities 
has checked development, but with the 
building of the Columbia & Western the 
liveliest kind of Activity will result.

“ While people have been busy selling 
Mr. Heinze’s interests, that gentleman 
has been improving and enlarging hie 
plant at Trail. Modern methods and 
labor-saving machinery have reduced 
the number of employees, and, like 
many other camps, Trail has suffered 
also, as a result of the Klondike excite­
ment. It is perhaps the largest town 
for its age in British Columbia, for, 
although only two years old, it has 600 
buildings and houses to its credit, and 
has most complete water and electric 
systems. Colonel Topping, the father 
of Trail, expects great things of the pro­
perties on Lookout mountain, and keeps 
a force of men at work with the fullest 
confidence that he will strike another 
Le Roi.”

AD CATACUMBAS.

Beneath the surface of that great city
which sitteth on seven hills,” a city 

which at one time was the seat of the 
most extravagant and wanton luxury, 
and the scene of almost the severest and 
most terrible persecutions ever enacted 
on this earth—Rome, once the capital of 
the nations, and the mistress of the 
world—lies a vast necropolis, six hun­
dred acres in extent, honeycombed with 
dark dreary labyrinths and confused dis­
mal ramifications perhaps hundreds of 
miles in length (one estimate, which 
must, however, be very greatly exagger­
ated, places the aggregate length of these 
passages at more than five hundred 
miles), placed tier upon tier, corridor 
upon corridor, a veritable maze which it 
would be impossible to map out, and 
which no one man has ever explored.

The traveller upon entering these cata­
combs (formerly termed “adcatacum- 
bas ”) is confronted immediately with a 
vast pile ol skulls and bones, comprising 
all that remains of over two thousand 
victims of a devastating plague which 
occurred in the sixteenth century, which 
in the semi-darkness present a weird and 
ghastly spectacle, and even now a noi­
some edor appears to emanate from the 
baneful mass. Proceeding down the nar­
row passages' the darkness now rapidly 
becomes intense ; now and again, how­
ever, an aperture for air (in the upper 
galleries) somewhat softening the horror 
of this charnel house of centuries. On 
each side of the galleries we see exca­
vated hollows one above another, in 
which repose the remains of vast 
multitudes of dead. Roman pa­
gans, in some cases, on one side, 
Christian martyrs on the other, the 
former bearing inscriptions indicating 
anger at the removal by death of wife or 
husband, such as “ I, Procope, lift np 
my hands against the gods who snatched 
me away innocent. She lived twenty 
years. Proclns set this up,” or, “ Oh 
relentless fortune who delightest in 
crnel death, why is Maximus so sud; 
denly snatched from me7” The Christian 
tian inscriptions bear an altogetherdiffer- 
ent character, andbfeathean all-pervad­
ing spirit of resignation, rest, and above 
all, of peace: “ Valeria sleeps in peace,” 
“ Petronia, a deacon’s wife, the type of 
modesty. In this place I lay my bones ; 
spare your tears, dtar husband and 
daughters, and believe that it is forbid­
den to weep for one who lives in God.

The report, however, was carried as it 
stood.

In their first report the streets com­
mittee reported adversely to allowing 
Mr. Malpas’ claim for $10 for medical 
services in regard to an alleged acci­
dent by reason of a defective side­
walk. The report favored a six foot 
new sidewalk on Pemberton street at a 
cost of $342; the purchase of a gravel 
roller at a cost of $35 ; the purchase of a 
cart horse, the laying of a sidewalk on 
Fort street, between Vancouver and 
Cook streets, and two wooden block 
crossings on Government street, at the 
corner of Yates, to cost $150. This was 
adopted.
v Next came a batch of resolutions, some 
of a formal character that went through 
without discussion, and others which 
showed a decided divergence of views 
among the aldermen.

On motion of Aid. Kinsman the asses­
sor was instructed to begin the assess­
ment roll at once and complete it by 
May 6; and Aid. McCandless’ motion to 
provide for the payment of civic salaries 
till the estimates passed was carried.

Aid. Humphrey, seconded by Aid. 
McCandless, asked for an estimate for a 
pile bridge across Rock bay between 
Bay street and Work street.

The mover did not want any more 
money wasted on Rock Bay bridge, and 
Aid. McCandless and Humber spoke- 
favoring the motion.

Aid. Williams suggested that an esti­
mate of the same work was made a 
couple of years ago and might be used.

The motion was carried.
Aid. Humphrey, though he admitted 

it might be a year before any work might 
be undertaken, wished to ask the Domin­
ion government to allow a permanent 
roadway to replace James Bay bridge.

Aid. Phillips thought the city should 
wait first to see whether the Dominion 
would insist on a permanent bridge re-, 
placing the pile structure at PointEllice.

Aid. Williams supported Aid; Hum­
phrey, and hoped the motion might lead 
to a permanent roadway across James 
Bay at a much less cost than the former 
plans provided for.

Aid. Hall, too, favored the motion, but 
Aid. Humber believed that the ratepay­
ers would vote down any by-law to raise 
money for a permanent way.

The motion carried.
Aid. Williams met with general op­

position when he moved that the Dom­
inion government be notified to assume 
the cost of the leper station or else that the 
city do away with the station altogether. 
He quoted the example of New York, 
where the station was done away with, 
and of San Francisco, where lepers ran 
at large.

The 
whole moral atmoephm e of this great 
resting place of the early Christian con­
verts and martyrs is redolent with the 
one idea of Peace. The work Pax, or 
“ In Pace,” abounds at every turn ; for 
these sainted martyrs appeared to en­
tertain not the faintest shadow of a 
doubt as to the certainty of their im­
mediate deliverance from tronble and 
from pain, and their sure entry into a 
heavenly rest.

As the traveller continues to thread 
these dark and sinuous passages, he 
passes occasionally the entrance to a 
dark excavated cavern.
