Four Men and a Wolnl:lﬂlled at Bethle-

hem, Pa.—A Boller Carried 300 Feet.

- Blf‘nunxu, Pa, Jan 9—Bya boiler explo-
sion in g blast. furnace of the Bethlehem
Iron _Company thig afternoon, four men
am% a woman were killed and several others
Seriously injured, Ten boilers were located
over the engine house at an elevation of
tl!u-ty-ﬁve feet. Two of the largest exploded
with terrific force, wrecking the interior
of the engine house and demolishing
Dearly half the pattern shop adjoining.
One fof the boilers was carried through the
ventilators and broke through the roof of
the old mill, and fell on the ground. Only
three boilers are left in position, - The ex-
plosion caused great excitement, It wa®
feared the loss of life was: much greater,
The engine house was filled. with debris.
After an  hour's search the bodies
of Geo Grady and Jesse Bright,
engineers were discovered, They had been
Tepairing machinery connected with the
boiler. Samuel McChandless, boiler tender,
was scalded to death, An un nized
man was also taken from the ruins. The
wife of a puddler named Graft, who
brought her husband’s dinner was passing
th’rough the engine house and was killed.
Wm  Burch and R Clewell, pattern
makers, are badly  injured,” The
search continues, as it 'is reported
one or two employees are missing.

4 TORONTO-SMUGGLER

Arrested in Bnlmhere the Electric

Belts vome From.
BurFavro, Jan 9—Jas H Foster, who was
arrested yesterday on a charge of smug-
gling was arraigned this afternoon befors
United States Commissioner Strong. The
prisoner is a member of the firm of Foster,
Milburn & Co, Toronto, who deal in electric
belts, These articles are made principally
of copper, and the duty on them would be
50 per cent. It is asserted that while
many thousands of belts have been scld in
the United States, not one has ever been
entered at the custom house. The arrest
was made by Thomas H Keith, special
inspector of the treasury department
who came to Buffalo for the pur-
pose of investigating the truth of the
rumors that smuggling toa large extent is
being carried on between Buffalo and this
country across the Niagara River. Mr.
Keith was placed on the stand ana testified to
the manner in which the goods were seized.
He said thatin November last $600 worth
of these belts were seized at the store of A
Norman in Chicage which were smugzled
from Canada. On searching Norman the
agent found a bi:l for belts sold by Foster,
ilburn & Co, of this city, He came to
Buffalo and found belts of the same make
at various drug stores, the proprietors of
which claimed that they had bonght them
from Foster, Milburn & Co. Mr, Foster
denies emphatically that goods were smug-
gled, and claims he will be able to prove
his assertion. >

Progress of the Northern Pacific Railway.
CHicaco, ‘Jan. 9—Gen Thorpe of the
Northern Pacific railroad was in the city to-
day. He states that since Jan 1, 1882,
about 200 miles of.track have been finished,
and there remains only 250 miles yet to be
laid in order to complete through connec-
tion between the Mississippi Valley and
Lake Superior on the east, and the Valley
of Columbia on the Pacific coast. The line
from Portlnd to Kalama, connecting the
entire Oregon and Washington railways, is
to be built at once. It will be but 39 miles
long, and cost §1,000,000, The link will
be ready for business abont Nov 15th of
this year.

Eutombed in a Mine.

CoULTERVILLE, Ill, Jan 9—An explosion
occurred yesterday in the coal mine of
Jones & Nesbit, cause unknown, burying
twelve persons in the workings. One man
named Muson and a boy escaped. Relief
parties are unabls to enter the mine, as the
foul air is rising in dense columns from
the shaft.

MORE 4BOUT THE COLLISION OF
SATURDAY NIGHT.

The Damage to the Ships—Putiing in
their Claims—The Kirby Hall Poorly
Manned.

Loxpox, Jan. 9—The gash in the side of
the City of Brussels is eight feet wide and
three feet deep. None of the passengers
saved were even wetted. The Kirby Hall
is now lying at Morpeth dock, She draws
eighteen feet of water, ‘Her damage is
above water-line. The cutwater is com-
pletely carried away from the eighteen to
twenty-four feet mark, and the iron plates
are curled up. Her port anchor is hanging
over ready to let go, which fact goes to con.
firm the captain’s statement that he was
feeling his way to an anchorage at the
time of the collision,

It is rumored that one of the boats be-
longing ‘to the Brussels wasabout to return
to the scene of the disrster in response to
the cries for assistance, but was prevented
by a passenger drawing his revolver and
t.grutemng to shoot the first man attempt-
ing to turn back. The passengers feared
that the boat would be sucked under by
the sinking steamer,

A Russian Prince Gives His Reasofs for
Believing In Dynamite.

In
1840 he served with Capt, McAllan of
Whitby, and five years later was master of
the schooner Prince of Wales, Subse-
quently he took charge of vessels owned by
H'S Jones of Montreal, and latterly com-
manded the propeller Her Majesty, which
traded between Toronto and Halifax/ " The
City of Winnipeg, which he subsequently
commanded, was burned to the water's
edge at Duluth about two years ago. On this
occasion Capt Kennedy barely escaped with
bis life, After the destruction of this vessel
he was appointed by the managers of the
Collingwood line to proceed to Montreal to
superintend the cutting in halves of the
Camfm and the bringing her through the
canals and up the lake to Port Dalhousie.
Last summer he became part owner of the
steamer John Harris, which plied between
here and the island. During Christmas
week Mr Kennedy caught a severe cold
which, turning to congestion of the lungs,
caused his death. He was well liked by all
his friends and pronouuced by all who had
any dealings with him to be a most success-
ful mariner.

OUR CITY PAINTERS® AND THEIR
WORKS.

e

The Growth of Art in Toronte--The Ontarie
Seciety of Artists—A Visit to a Studie—
A National Gallery Required—A Uniom
Exhibition Next Spring.
NO. I,

A few days ago the writer found himself
in the studio of a prominent city artist. A
dust-begrimed skylight admitted a certain
amount of subdued sunshine into the room.
Against the wall stood three or four gaunt
and unpainted easels, on which were
stretohed as many partly finished pictures,
An old table held a curious assortment of
bedaubed paint boxes, brushes of every
size and shape, rolls of artists’ paper, wooden
figure models, rough sketches in mhiature
and samples of the other requisites of an
artist.  Standing before a large sheet of
paper our artist was deftly evolving an ex-
tensive mountain range from a chaotic mass
of color. A touch here left a _bonlder in
the foreground ; a daub there brought forth
a tree from the hillside, while a few skilful
sweeps of the brush gave birth to a placid
river resting in the valley.

*‘Can you answer questions and work at
the same time ?” I inquired. Assent being
given the interrogations were forthwith
produced.

‘‘ What is the modus operandi of produc-
ing that picture ?” Iasked.

“*A water-color sketch is first made from
nature. This one 1 hold in my hands is
the result of four hours’ work under an
umbrella among the White mountains, I
am now merely enlarging upon it. Thus
you ses I have my ideal before me on
paper, and a definite object in view. That
is the secret of success; although a clear
head, a strong intellect and a steady nerve
are also essential.”

‘¢ Is there a growing demand for paint-
ing. , »

“ The demand is growing slowly but
surely, and the remuneration increases in
ratio. As yet, however, it is a hard strug-
gle for any man to live entirely by it; in
fact but few in the city depend upon
painting for a livelihood. The demand is
for oil paintings in preference to figare
paintings or water-colors.”

“ How many sittings are required for a
portrait 2"

‘¢ It depends upon the quickness of per-
ception and keenness of eve on the part of
the artist to a great extent, but the facial
eharacteristics of the subjest are to be taken
into consideration. A face without any
distinctive outlines is always difficalt to
reproduce, while one possessing prominent
features would require but two or three
sittings. 1t is occasionally necessary to have
twenty or twenty-five sittings before a
satisfactory result is obtained.”

““Are there many private galleries in
Toronto ?”

‘‘Comparatively few as yet. Ald Tur-
ner has recently erected a gallery adjoining
hishouse. Messrs W H Howland, Wm
Cayley, John Macdonald, Allan Gilmour,
James Spooner, Prof Goldwin Smith and
the Hon G W Allan among others possess
private collections.”

Bidding my friend adieu I left him to his
palette and easel.

The history of art in Toronto really
dates from the establishment of the Ontario
Society of Arts in 1872—a society that has
since developed into one of the institutioms
of the city. Starting with & very meagre
membership, it now boasts of a member’s
roll of nearly fifty artists, (amonnghom
we see the names of Messrs. Forbes, Fraser,
Gagen, Harris, Martin, Matthews, O'Brien,
Perre, Patterson and others) in addition
to an honorary list of nearly one hundred

trons.

The art union is a branch of this society
which has for its objects the fostering of a
taste for art in general and the encourage-
ment of Canadian art in particular. Classes
were recently started in the normal school
building, and already the pupils can barely
be accommodated, so popular has the move
become.

At this point we would digress and
strongly impress upon the provincial gov-
ernment the advisability of setting apart
the entire normal school building for art

urposes—at least as soon as the edueation

epartment can be removed to new parlia-
ment buildings. The present art models
and other appurtenances contained in the
museum could then be advantageously
utilized by a series of graded classes com-
posed of pupils from all parts of the
dominion who would be attracted by such a
school.

The inauguration of a national art galle
would then necessarily follow. Tﬁez
already & nucleus of such a gallery in the
normnY school collection and the provincial
paintings hung in the gavemmont house,
and the art gallery en King street. The
establishment of a gallery was one of the
principal objects the Ontario Art society
had in view,l and tg tlm;fem%i each member
on joining pledged himself to donate one pic-
tnr'L tom.rtrl a purely national gallery. The
steady growth of the fine arts in Canada
demands sueh an institution, and certainly
R0 more -p‘propriate spot than Torento can
be chosen for it. :

The Royal Canadian academy (the art
branch of which has proved itself a success
intends co-operating with the Ontario soci-
ety in organizing & union loan exhibition to
be held next spring in the Horticultural
pavilion in this city. We will thus in all
probability be treated to a collection worthy
of Toronto and Canada, nor can such an
exhibition fail to provide a healthy stimu-
lus to art throughout the entire country.

wA paragrapb in closing is due to the pub-
lishers of Picturesque Canada, who, by the
aid of Mr L R O’Brien and an able staff of
assistants, are producing such exocellent
artistie work. The good effects of such a
productien cannot over-estimated, and
the success of the undertaking proves to us
that a new era of prosperity is dawning
upon Canadian art, All that is needed is a
rmanent national art college and all that
it includes to place Canada’s art upen a
solid foundation. GRreeca.

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MARKEIS AND HEALTH MATTERS.

Symepsis of an Impertant Report From
Inspector Awde.
The markets and health committee held

its last meeting of the year yesterday after-
noon. All the members were present
[which can probably be accounted for by
the fuct that Chairman Taylor had promised
them a feed on his retiring from the council. ]
The engineer at the jail, Wm Harding, was
voted a bonus of $25 for extra plumbing
work performed at that institution. Several
aceounts were passed. There will be a pro-
bable sarplus of $1000 in this committee’s
sppropriation, This is independent of the
street watering service,

Inspector Awde submitted his annual
report. He drew attention to the unsatis-
factory state of the law relating to hawkers
and pedlars of farm and garden produce
since the abolition of the market tolls.
Farmers and gardeners have now such ads
vantages that the city dealers are unable to
compete with them, When the legislature
conceded the producers the ~privilege of sell-
ing their produce in any part of the city it
did not contemplate anything less than
wholesale transactions  to storekeep-
ers and others who buy to sell
again, These so-called farmers and
gardeners used our streets, from door to
door but did not contribute one cent to the
oity revenue. Manufacturers have also the
same advantages. [Ald. Ryan here stated
that aecording to the pedlars’ act no license
could be levied on & person who peddled
C manufactures.] He would sug-
gost that immediate action be taken to
amend the act, or failing that, to exempt

rs of farm and garden produce, foreign
ruit and coal oil. [The ins explained
to the committee the great ifficulty he had
of convicting certain all coal oil
who would not take out a license. ]
he report referred to the great importance
of meat and milk inspection. Prof, Ramsay
Wright had atteched much importance
to his (Awde’s) diseovery last year of the
“Demodex” in swine, whish the professor
ronounced tu be the “Demodex Philloides
rkor,” aad so far as he knows there is no
other record of its discovery than one by
Dr Gorkor, an Austrian physician, On
the whole the quality of meat now sold in
our markets was improving. Confiscations
for year : Beef 15,000 pounds, pork 1640
pounds, mutton 150 pounds, pou try 1100
unds. The inspection was also
ighly inipomnt and much good was the
result. Formerly milk 15, 20 and 25 per
ocent below the standard was often discov-
ered ; it was now rare to tind it 5 or 10
per cent adulterated. As soon as the sanc-
tions and appointment sought are ob-
tained from the federal government and
the present legal disability removed the
benefits contemplated by the proposed milk
by-law will be tully assured. ;

A Case From the County of Grey.

The case of Dr Pinkerton of the village
of Ayton, in the county of Grey, against
Chas Reikin, a hotel-keeper of Wiarton,
for $3000 damages for alleged malicious
arrest, was eoncluded yesterdsy in the
assize court before Judge Cameron and a
jury. On March 14 last Reikin's hotel was
burned down, and for certain reasons Dr
Pinkerton was suspected, arrested, examined
before county magistrates and dismissed.
The present action was then brought for
false arrest, the venue being taken in the
county of York. Judge Cameron told the
jury that the whole thing turned on the
point : was there reasonable ground to
suspect Dr Pinkerton of the crime. The

evidence showed that there was reasomable
ground, from certain statements the doctor
had made while intoxicated, The jury
tound a verdict for defendant in & few min.
utes after leaving the box. Dalton McCar-
thy, Q C, and A R Creelman for plaintiff, J
G MeDougall and William Barretc (Walker-

ton) for defendant. The case caused much
excitement in the county of Grey,
