of the Atlantic would be Incalculable, but 
short of attaining that object there is 
nothing to justify a change."

The Country Gentleman eaye: “As re­
gards the chances of winning the America’s 
Cop, the adoption of the so-called reformed 
rating would be tantamount to handicap­
ping ourselves ont of the race. We may 
eay good-by to the trophy for evermore, 
unless we can persuade our cousin» to adopt 
Lord Dunraven’» suggestions for uniform 
rating. We confess we are not sanguine of 
this. The present holder* of the cup are 
not likely to lose by w4ak or generous 
concession» any little advantages they have 
gained. The consensus of expert opinion 
appear» to .be in favor of retaining the 
existing rule for another seven years.,r

The same paper expresses the hope that 
the New York Yacht Club, having conceded 
so much, will take further steps which will 
alone bring the affair to a satisfactory end. 
That there is any difficulty whatever is un­
doubtedly * due to something very much 
resembling breach of trust on the part of 
some of their own members. The expan­
sion and additions to the original deed of 
gift amount te subversions of tne letter end 
spirit of tl(e intention of the donor."

The Field makes similar comments on the
