CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

Spring-like weather has caused a move-
ment of lumber from retail yards, and re-
tailers in turn are giving attention
to stockin; up 1o mect the requirements of
what is likely to be one of the most pros-
perous seasons in the mstory of the lumber
trade of Ontario. The growth of indus-
trial estabhishments during the past year
or wo, coupled with increased building
operations, has created a demand for
lumber for local consumption of no small
volume, and placed manufacturers in a
position less dependent on export trade.
This increased home trade has called for
just such lumber as was previously adrug
upon the market, namely, the lower
grades. Then, a shortage has developed
tlus spring in the supply of box lumber in
thie Umited States, and considerable stock
has been purchased in Canada for castern
markets, until the available supply at the
mills hereis greatly reduced.  Prices have
advanced, and the tendency is towards
further hardening until dry lumber of this
season's production is ready for shipment.

Dry hardwoods are siniply not obtain-
able, owing to the scarcity of stock.
Wholesale dealers have found 1t unprofit-
able to keep buyers on the road. Inthe
few mstances wheie swcks are located,
the holders ask what is considered
exorbitant prices, leaving the margin for
the mddleman a mere bagatelle.  Whaile
cvery kind of hardwood lumber is con-
siantly being inquited for, black ash
scems to command the most attention.
There s practically a famine in this
wood, and unplement manufacturers and
othets accustomed to using it are ob-
liged to cast around for substituies, which

are not casily found. Elm and basswood
prices are being maintained, but maple
15, pethaps, a trifle weaker so far as the
1899 cut is concerned, as there was a
heavy pioduction of maple logs last
winter.

QUEBEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

In the province of Qucbec there wasan
average cut of logs during the past winter.
There is an unusual quantity of snow in
the woods, and some apprehension is felt
as to spring driving. No logs are likely
to be hung up, but there 1s danger of the
booms, dams and piers being swept away
by floods. In pans of New Rrunswick,
also, the snow is deep and the scason
backward. Some of the mills have com-
menced sawing for the season on logs
held over from last year, but as the lum-
ber market s not active, there 1s little
incentive to make an carly start.  Manu-
facturers of spruce deals are holding out
for prices considerably higher than those
of last year, and these are being paid by
buyers in some instances. This policy on
the part of manufacturers is to be com-
mended, and cannot but result, eventually,
in improving their position.

UNITED STATES.

The lumber market of the United
States has been strengthened by the
backward seasoa. The mills in the
north will be late in resuming operations,
and consequently 1t will tike some time
before the supply can more than meet
the demand.  Holders of stack are asking
high prices, and consumers are realizing
that these must be paid if they are 1o
s:cure the Jumber. Ia the east, while
building operations have been retarded
by the backward spring, the industrial
establishments are consuming lumber
rapully, and in many grades shoriages
arc constantly developing. Practically
all the lower grades of whits pine have
passed into the control of conswners, and
recourse is had to substitutes. The box
trade continues to be the heaviest con-
sumer of low grade solt lumber.

in the hardwood trade a marked
feature of the situation is the shipment of
green hardwoods from the mills. There
15 such a demand for many of the hard.
woods that manufacturers and dealers
alike are refusing orders In RBuffalo
there is scarcely a car load of first and
second dry black ash to be obtained, and
clm, basswood and maple are in very
light supply. Dealers also report an
almost unprecedented demand for quar.
tered oak.

The demand for shingles and lath is
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
