Power was fornd next day concealed in 1he haggard,
baviog blood upon it.

On 1he riglt side
was apother wonnd 83 inches deep, fractutiag oue
sib and pussing through the rizht lung. A similer
wound was on the leit side, also penetrating that
lung.

His Lordship, while
giving soouities, or 61 gears’ leages of adequute
farms to the representatives of the middlemeun, let
the rest of the estate to the sub-tenants st one-balf
or one-third of their previous rents, doing awsy with
the ‘ rundle’ or ‘common’ sysiem, and giviag each
tenant Lis own hoiding. Tbe esiate was squared
witbout oze eviction, all wishiog to go to Awerica
getting free passages, with permission to sell their
cattle and grain, their arrears of rent forgiven, snd
8 sum of money,according to the number of the
family, oo landing. A story i3 told that when bis
sgents, Messcs. Stewsrts and Kincaid, hsd arranged
for the rate of passages, his Lordship wrote to vhe
shinowner that if tbe rates agreed upen would not
allow the best treatinens und food on shipboard o
* his people,’ the contract should be cancelled, and
one made to treat them well. Oua beiog iaformed
that the merchant was conoteat with the prics, he
replied, to give ‘o tumbler of hot rum punch every
Sanday after dinrer to hia people, whlc_h wag car-
ried oot in thres or four shipa; but on Leing remon-
steated with by the Clergy that this was bud esam-
Dple, he ordered the sShipowaer in the other vessels to
éive coffee e2od biscuit duily after dinner. 'These
tittle traits will show the character of the man.—
Ou the Cliffoney estate, which comprises nearly the
whole parsh of Ahamlish and a portion of others, be
gettled on the purish Priest a glebe of eleven neres,
with & houase tunat cost £600, for tho use of tho parish
for ever, 1he respected priest being tho Rev. Malachi

EMIGRATION FROM LaverrooL.—From the returns
of the Governmeut emigration cfficials it apponrs
that & large and sudden imcreise has taken place
dutiog the past month in the exodus from Liverpool.
There sailed to the Uopited Sintesy, * under the act)
35 ghips, wirh 798 cabin and 7518 steerage pastengers
of whom 209¢ were English, 118 Scotcl, 8184 Irish,
and 2120 foreigners. To Oaonda thero wero five
ships, with 112 cabin and 1886 sieerage passengers,
«f whom 539 were English, 387 Irish, 17 Scotch, and
143 other countries. o Victoria there were two
ships, with 47 cabin and 517 asteerapge passengers, of
whom 201 wers Epglish, 35 Scoteb, 267 Irish, and
16 other countries; muking o total of 32 shins, with
958 cabin and 9121 steerage passengers. -Ia ¢ short
ahips,’ or ghips not sailing under the act, there sailed
to the United States five ships eud 556 passengers ;
to New South Wales one sbip, with 28 passengera;
1o Victorin one ship, with 26 passengers ; to the West
Indies two ships, with 19 passengers ; to South Ame-
rica tour ships with 123 puasengera; and to Africa
one ship, with 49 passepgers; being an increase over
the game month of last year of 3261.

DisgoveEry oF MixkraL TREASURE IN YORGEHIRR.~
Yorkshire is perhaps the richest county in Eogland
in the extent of its territory, in the health, thriving-
negs, and number of its population, in the fruttful-
ness of it soil, and in mineral trersures, There are
doubtless stores of undiscovered minernl treasures
in Yorksbire sufficient to'supply.the most extensive
waants ; and in proof of this it is only nacessary to
refer to the Oloveland Hills, and to relate briefly the
remarkable dlscovery of minerals made within the
lng: ferwr mogths in e bitherto comparatively unfre-
quented part'of Yorkshize. The river Nidd rises in
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the Wernside raoge- of hills about twenty miles to -~
the north-weat of Harrogste ; it receives the tribit-
ary waters of the small river the Stesn; ruos past -
the little village of Lofthouse, onward through Pale-
ley, past the neighborhood of Harrogate, and empty-
ing itself into the Ouse it rums past the cnthedral
city of York. The river or rivers in their higher
portions are narrow, sinuous, and somewhat rugged.
A gentleman who resides at Harrogate has for the
past two years been investigating Lhose portious of -
the hills and valleys which lie within an ares of fif-
teon or twenty miles from the village of Liofthounse
to the Wernside mountains oo the north.west and-
the runge of mountaing en the north-east. The ro-
sult of bis inveatigatious has been tie dissovery that
the entire district i3 rich 1o minersls. Beds of eo-
crinitic, gray, binck, avd other marblea lhuve beer -
found 1w lie in layers 1o the exteut.of upwards of
thirty feet in thickness, and coveliog ng nrea of
tbout ten square miles. They are within two feet of
uhe surface, and %0 abundaot and oxposed are they
thnt the rocky channel of the river Siean is entirely
composed of marble, The river is choked with huge
blocks of that materinl, and its preeipitons marble
sides, which are polished by the rushing wirter
floods, are filled with encrinitic and other fossils,
which pesr ont iu countless myriads along the solid
marble taces of the cliffs whick hedgo in the river,—
Not auly is the marble to be had in almast un’imited
quantity, but the district is rich in ordinary limes
Btooe, in beautiful freestone, in lead ore, in iron-
stoue, und in coal. Every appliance required for
tho purpose of the most extensive comwmercy exists in
the locality, uud capital nnd enterprisa gaflicient to
dovelop the wonderful resourzes uf the bills and
dalea of Nidderdule are sloce required, in order to
muke a hitherto unfrequented and lovely valloy one
of the busiest scenes of commercinl industry in the
world. The railway alceady runs to Pateley, and
seveu miles of addilional live would place all
parts of Englaod io railwsy connexion with the
cichest trensures of marble, limestone, freestone,
ironstone, and coal that have yet been recorded in
the bistery ot modern eatlerpriae. Tbis dlscovery
appenrs to be mersly n re-discovery, as on the hill -
tops there are whut are termed bell-pits, from which -
ironstoue has been worked. Large heaps of slag,.
the refuse of calcined ‘ironstone, hero and there dot
the hills, sud wre covered with vegetation. It is
also inore than provable that marble fram the dis-
iricy just diseovered bas been used in tho building
of Feuntning Abbey, which is within o few milea of
tho jocality, and the margle pillars of which are of
the same Xind ns tbat now ro-discovered. Ther
durability, thecefore, of the marbloe is beyond ques-
tion, as tho marble pillars are almost ag fresh aud
perfect to-dey ag they wero at the time when $wwo-
abbey was etected, Lead ore abounds ; and piypo’-
lend have been found bearisg the imprint of Avgus. -
tus Cusar.—~ Leeds Mercury
