He also 

held a number of other key provincial portfolios inkuding Finance, 

Fisheries, and lntergouvernmental Affairs. He was elected as a 

Member of Parliament in 1976 and has served in the following 

capacities: Finance (1979-80), Justice (1984-86) Transport 

(1986-88) and International Trade (1988-91). 

He became Minister of Fisheries and Oceans and Minister for the 

Atlantic Canada Opportunities Agency in April 1991, and is a 

member of many Cabinet Committees. 
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
