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ARTICLE V'

In order to, secure a proper escapement of sockeye salmfon durlng the spr
or chinook salmon fishing season, the Commission may prescribe the-size of
meshes in aUl fishing gear and appliances that may be operatedý during s
season in the Canadian waters and/or the waters of the United States of Ame,
described in Article I of this Convention. At ail seamons of'the year the Co
mission mnay prescribe the size of the meshes ini ail salmon fishing gear I
appliances that; may be operated on the High Seas embraced in paragrl
numbered 1 of Article I of this Convention, provided, however, that in so
as concerns the High Seas, requirements prescribed by the Commission un,
the authority of this paragrapli shail apply only to nationals and inhabita
and vessels and boats of the Dominion of Canada and the United States
America.

Whenever, at any other time than the spring or chino 'ok salmon fish
season, the taking of sockeye salmon in Canadian waters or in waters of
United States of America is not prohibited under an order adopted by
Commission, any :fishing gear or appliance authorîzed by the laws of
Dominion of Canada mnay be 'used in Canadien waters by any person theretu
duly authorized, and any fishing gear or appliance authorized by the State
Washington may be used in waters of the United States of America by a
person thereunto authorized by the State of Washington. Whenever the takJ
of sockeye salmoti on the Hligh Seas embraoed in paragraph numbered
Article I of this Convention is not prohibited, under an order adopted bY~
Commission, to the nationals or inhabitants or vessels or boats of the Dornil
of Canada or the United States of America, only sucli salmon fishing gear
appliances as may have been approved by the Commission may be used
such High Seas by said nationals, inhabitants, vessels or boats.

ARTICLE VI

No action taken by the Commnission under the authority of this Conveçlt
shail be effective unless it la afirmatively voted for by at least two Of t
Commissioners of each Contracting Party.

ARTICLE VII

Inasmuch as the purpose of this Convention la to establish for the n
Contracting Parties, by their joint effort and expense, a fishery that la n
largely nonexistent, it la agreed by the High Contracting Parties thatth
should share equaily iu the fishery. The Commission shall, coneult
regulate the fishery with a vlew to allowlng, as nearly as may be practi
an equal portion of the fish that may be caught each year to be taken b
fishermen of each High Contractlng Party.

ARTICLE VfI

Each High Contracting Party shall be responsible for the enforceret
th~e orders and regulations adopted by the Commission under the atOi
of this Convention, iu the portion o! its waters covered by the Conveion
