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with emphasis on additional evaluation over the sum-
mer months. To assess the performance and usage of
the system, and document changes in the social in-
formation network of the community, the Department
of Communications has retained the services of the
Institute of Northern Studies of the University of
Saskatchewan. The transmitter installation and the
licence for its operation is owned by the Canadian
Broadcasting Corporation. Bell Canada installed and
operates the telephone exchange and equipment.
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Lakes (pollution), Hudson Bay (ice), the Gulf of
St. Lawrence (oceanography), the continental shelf
on the Atlantic coast (ocean pollution).

The Air Photo Production Unit and the National
Air Photo Library, now part of the Surveys and
Mapping Branch of the Department of Energy, Mines
and Resources, will be responsible for reproducing
and distributing the data to the public.

It Is expected that up to 1,000 users will
regularly purchase these photographs, among them
probably those companies and institutions that now
make up a steady clientele of the National Air Photo
Library, such as government agencies, universities,
resource-development companies, etc.
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
