uncommon evidence of appreciation and trust concerning the abllity
of Father Levesque and of French-Canadian teachers generally,

Up to the present, 1t seems to me that the countries parti-
cipating in the Commonwealth Scholarship Programme have not taken
full advantage of the facilities of Canadian French-language
’ {nstitutions, particularly with respect to the teaching of French
as a Second language and the teaching of other subjects in French,
wWe hope that the possibilities for such French-language training
in Canada will be more fully used in the future,
