—no more than eighty copies of the report for distribution by any individual Member of the
Committee;

—no more than ten copies for one department agency of government, unless otherwise authorized by
one of the Joint Chairmen;

—no more than two copies to any organization not listed in the appendices of the Report;

—two hundred and fifty complimentary copies to be distributed at the discretion of the Clerks to
individuals who request them;

—no more than 1,000 copies for distribution to Members of each House of Parliament and
Parliamentary officials;

—no more than 500 copies to be distributed to the Press Gallery of Parliament and other members of
the press;

—these guidelines to remain in force for thirty days following the tabling of the Report, at which
time the remaining stock of the Report shall be administered by the Joint Clerks or their
successors in the respective Committees directorate of each House.

The Committee expressed its thanks to the Joint Chairmen for their guidance of the Committee.
