TIME ALLOTTED TO CONVENTIONS OF PARTI QUEBECOIS
AND RALLIEMENT CREDITISTE

Mr. Réal Caouette (Témiscamingue): Mr. Speaker, I
wanted to direct a question to the Secretary of State, but
I believe that I should perhaps rather make this a ques-
tion of privilege.

On March 25, I had question No. 1,219 put on the
order paper. It reads in part as follows:

1. How much time did CBC allocate to the provincial con-

ventions of (a) Parti Québécois in February 1971 (b) the
Ralliement créditiste—Quebec in March 1971,—

Now, I have just received the answer which prompts
me to ask the Secretary of State the following question:

To Quebec separatists, the CBC granted five hours and
five minutes of television and radio time compared with
only 40 minutes of radio time to the Créditistes, and I
would like to know whether the minister is willing to tell
or request the CBC to give the various Canadian political
parties at least as much consideration as the Canadian
separatists?

Hon. Gérard Pelletier (Secretary of State): Mr. Speak-
er, the answer to the latter part of the question is ob-
vious. It is “yes”. The answer to the first part of the
member’s question is that the CBC only gave facts with-
out any sort of expounding and I believe it is my duty,
as spokesman for the Corporation in the House, to ask
first what is the explanation for the disproportion noticed
by the hon. member, disproportion with which I myself
was struck, when I let him have the answer.

Mr. André Fortin (Lotbiniére): I should like to put a
supplementary question to the Secretary of State, Mr.
Speaker.

Since he considers himself the spokesman for the CBC
in the House, could he not take the same opportunity to
inquire how come there were 27 technicians at the con-
vention of the Parti Québécois, and only one at that of
the Ralliement créditiste?
