Mr. Gordon Towers (Red Deer): Mr. Speaker, I rise
under the provisions of Standing Order 43 to present a
motion which I trust hon. members opposite will seriously
consider. In view of the exasperation and indignation of
Canadians created by the method of imposing the 10 cents
per gallon gasoline tax, increasing the cash flow require-
ments of bulk dealers, retailers and consumers, I move,
seconded by the hon. member for Peace River (Mr.
Baldwin):

That the House of Commons request the Minister of National Reve-
nue to place a moratorium on this gasoline tax until the issue has been

fully debated or until such time as a more acceptable method of
administering it is instituted.

Mr. Otto Jelinek (High Park-Humber Valley): Mr.
