MAISLIN TRUCKING COMPANY INQUIRY RESPECTING
DECISION ON GOVERNMENT LOAN

Mr. J. R. Ellis (Prince Edward-Hastings): Madam Speak-
er, my question is directed to the Minister of Transport.
Maislin Trucking Company is in trouble because poor man-
agement made wrong decisions, buying companies in the
United States in the face of deregulation, and it wiJI continue
to lose money. There are a total of approximately 67,000
trucking jobs in Ontario and Quebec. Any federal money wilI
flot increase that number one bit. It wiJJ not increase the GNP,
but it will increase animosity in the United States where
legisiation is under way to prevent further take-overs. In light
of this, is the Minister of Transport prepared to announce
whether or flot cabinet has approved a massive Joan to its
Liberal friends at Maislin and, if so, under what conditions?

Hon. Herb Gray (Minister of Industry, Trade and Conm-
merce and Minister of Regional Econoii Expansion):
Madam Speaker, we have been discussing with Maislin the
basis for an offer of a loan guarantee-not a Joan-to assist
the company to restructure on the basis of it agreeing to
certain conditions, including involvement in the six and five
per cent guideline program. When matters are at a final and
definitive stage, 1 will be happy to make an announcement.

Mr. EIJis: The guarantee about which we have been talking
will cost at Ieast five times per job that which was spent for
guarantees to Massey and Chrysler. No one has seen a finan-
cial statement for Maislin for at Ieast the last 18 months.
