Rev. A. W. Sawyer, D, D., President of Acadia College, delivered

Mr. Puesident axd Gextlemen op the Associated Alumxi :

Your invitation to me to bear a part in the duties of this hour
meets a response of mingled hesitancy and willingness. These'
feelings arise from the nature of the event which has led to these
services. It is remarkable that so large a number of those who
have held the place of teachers in Hortou Academy or in Acadia
Colh-ge are yet numbered among the living, and it is still more
remarkable that, with a single exception, so far as I can learn, no
one of those who have been thus connected, has died while in' the
relation of active service in eitlier of these institutions. The two
lirst teacliers in the College are still living and the weight of their
years seems to lie lightly on them. Of those who ..t later times have
received appointments as instructors in the College, so far as is now
known, all are still alive, excei)tiiig three. One of these, after he had
become connected with another College, was removed by death
not a long time since, vh'''. in the midst of a useful and honorable
career. It is now thirty years, lacking a few days, since the first
of these three was swept from life by that memorable calamity on
the Basin of Minas. So deep was the affliction that then fell on
some of the friends of this College, that they have scarcely been
