One of the most spect&cnlar and at
the same ‘time worst fires - to fight
which have occurred this year in To-
ronto, broke out at 11.40 last night in
the top \ﬂoor of the tannery owned by
Wickett and ‘Craig, Limited, situated
on. the Don Esplanade, at the: corner
of .Bastern avenue. Before the ﬂx:e
was extinguished at an early hour thh.
morning, the entire centre portion, ¢f |
the building had been destroyed, and!
valuable machinery, the entire stock
of leather and chemicals were con-
sumed, and a house nearby, occupied
by Mrs. Wm. J. Archer, her mother and
three children, was threatened with de~
struction.

The loss will amount to
$100,000, covered by insurance.

One hundred men will be out of work
antil the building is repaired.
_Policeman Oxland (62) was patrolling
his heat on Eastern avenue when he
saw the flames burst from the roof of
the centre portion of the building. He
was on a bizycle, being acting. patrel
sergeant, He heard the fire whistle
at the factory, and as it is blown only
in case of fire, he at once went to the
nearest fire alarm box, at the corner
of Hastern avenue and the Esplanade,
and rang in an alarm.

The firemen from Berkeley street
station were the first to arrive, and at
once it was seen that the fire would
L¢ hard to fight. The -mansard roof
was blazing fiercely, and a  general
alarm for the sections in the eastern
district was run gin, Fire Chief
Thompson and Deputy Chief Noble
were on the scene a few minutes after
the first reels arrived and took cha.rge
of the opeu.uoxx;,".

The fire started among the chemicals
stored' on the top fioor of the fowur-
storey building, and used for treating
the leather before it is tanned,

It spread very quickly. The leather,
piled in heaps on the third and fourth
floors, was soaked with oil, and thus
burned very fast. The flames leaped
up the elevator shaft and burst thru
the roof in a red glare which could be
seen all over the eastern end of the
city. The firemen, handicapped as they
were by the intense heat,'_soon were on
ladders pouring tons of water into the
burning building, at the direction of
the chief and his deputy. The flames
ate their way thru the roof, and soon
the crashing of heavy burning timber
warned the firemen that it was danger-
ous to remain too near the building.

HYDRO SERVICE
TIED UP FOR

Trouble on Line Between
Dundas and Port Credit
Plunged City Into Almost
Complete Darkness and
Caused Inconvenience to
Thousands of Citizens Last
Night.

Trouble on the Toronto hydro-elec-
tric lines between Dundas and Port
Credit plunged Toronto /into almost
complete darkness last night. A heavy
electric storm passed over the country
hetween Niagara and Toronto, and althe
the hydro has been remarklbly free
from breakdowns on account of having
every modern appliance for controlling
and directlng the current, the storm |
played havoc with the wires at this
‘point and- caused a break at 4 p.m.,

the power being turned on at 9.37 p.m.

Many accidents were narrowly avert-
ed by motor-car drlvea's and motor-
eyclists, and it was: driv
slowly and with_great pr gﬂ;ﬁ’fﬁi&“
some drivers did not run Into wagons
and bicycles which had' nefther head
ner réar lights, and which loomie@ up
in front without warn:ng.

A heavy dray came on to Shuter
street, néar Church, and gave theidriver
of & motor-car a scare, as he was almost
hitting it, and it was only his quick
work in shutting down the power and
applying the emergency brake of his
car which saved him from a colligion.

Hundreds of homes were. unfortunate
in having to trust to the hydro-electric
alone for light, and in many cases lamps
which have not been in use for some
time had to be resosrted to. It was a
great detriment and handicap to husi-
ness\men who use the hydro service
vbotly for power and light. \

Factories Hard Hit.

The greatest inconvenience .was
caused to the city manufacturers.
They were much out.of pocket as a
result of the service difficulties. When
the power went off shortly after four
o'clock in the afternoon the entire
plants of scores of fatcories in the city
were thrown out of commission and
work had to be suspended. After a |
long' walt many. of the employes were
sent to their homes, while others, more
eager to put in full time, stood around
the machines in the hope thai the
power would again be turned on.

At this particular season of the year
the factories are, as a rule, very busy,
3o that the trouble occurred at a very
inopportune time. Some of the fac-
tories were fortunate enough to be
able to place their employes on hand
work. The larger and more modern
manufacturers were absolutely forced
to .suspend operations.

After business had been practically

at a stand-still for five hours and the
city streets had been velled In dark-

ness ,the city was flooded with a bright
radgiance and the hydro-electric once
more- placed Toronto In a position to
take up the train of work where it had
been severed.

HIS CHUM

AN MEETS DEATH

O SAND BAR

Harmadous  L’Archeveque,
Thinking His Companion
Was in Danger of Drowning
From Capsized Craft, Swam
Out to His Rescue and Sank
in Seven Feet of Water.

Shouts from his companion, which he
mistook for cries of distress, lured Har-
madous L’Archeveque, aged 26, to his
death at the island sandbar late yester-
day afternoon. Benc on rescuing his
chum, who he :thought wasdrowning,
the young man plunged into the water,
and calling out, “I am coming,” sank.

The chum, not understanding
L’Archeveque's words, swam out a lit-
tle farther. Realizing then that he
alone was above the surface, he reach-
ed shore and secured assistance. Altho
the body was recovered within 30 min-
utes, artificial respiration methods were
applied in vain.

L’Archeveque, Widmer Walker,
Arthur Westover and another young
man had been rather friendly of late.
Employed as metal workers in the same
factory and boarding together at the
same house, 68 Leonard avenus,
I/Archeveque and Walker spent much-
time together.

When the heat became so intense yes-
terday, the two voung men left work
and decided to go for a sail. Aceom-
panied by Westoveriand the other man,
whose name the police have not secured,
they walked to a boathouse om the
waterfront. Here they rented a dinghy
sallboat.

But even on thie water the four men
were unable to stand the heat, Some-
one suggested a swim.  They sailed
around for a while and: thm@teued
for the island sandbar. . Not b
experts with the sail, the party.
| shipped a little water and one of thtm
suggested thal the boat was leaking.

The four dlbemb&rked on the shore
at the sandbar. Walker decided to
have a swim and also to take the boat
out. The other three declined to go
in the boat. bui L'Archevegne aquiesc-
ed in the propesa’, that they have a

How the rcal accident occurred is
very difficult to determine, owing to
the prostratéd econdition of Walker.

BUELPHWITHOUT
POWER ot AVIGE

Tie-Up F ollowed Severe Elec-
