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(3) The whole period during which the Corporation may 
hold any such parcel of land, or any estate or interest therein, 
under the foregoing provisions of this section, shall not 
exceed fifteen years from the date of the acquisition thereof,
or after it shall have ceased to be required for actual use or 5 
occupation by the Corporation.

(4) Any such parcel of land, or any estate or interest therein, 
not within the exceptions hereinbefore mentioned, which 
has been held by the Corporation for a longer period than 
authorized by the foregoing provisions of this section 10 
without being disposed of, shall be forfeited to Her Majesty 
for the use of Canada.

(5) The Corporation shall give the Secretary of State, 
when required, a full and correct statement of all lands, at 
the date of such statement, held by the Corporation, or in 15 
trust for it, and subject to the provisions of this section.

12. In regard to any real property which, by reason of 
its situation or otherwise, is subject to the legislative 
authority of the Parliament of Canada, a licence in mortmain 20 
shall not be necessary for the exercise of the powers 
granted by this Act; but otherwise the exercise of the said 
powers shall in any province of Canada be subject to the 
laws of such province as to the acquisition and holding of 
lands by religious corporations, in so far as such laws apply 25 
to the Corporation.

13. In so far as authorization by the Parliament of 
Canada is necessary, any person or corporation, in whose 
name any property, real or personal, is held, in trust or 
otherwise, for the uses and purposes of the Corporation, 30 
or any such person or corporation to whom any such 
property devolves, may, subject always to the terms and 
conditions of any trust relating to such property, transfer 
such property or any part thereof to the Corporation.

14. Any deed or other instrument relating to real 35 
estate vested in the Corporation or to any interest in such 
real estate shall, if executed within the jurisdiction of the 
Parliament of Canada, be deemed to be duly executed if there
is affixed thereto the seal of the Corporation and there is 
thereon the signature of any two officers of the Corporation 40 
duly authorized for such purpose, or of his lawful attorney.

15. The Corporation may make a gift of or lend any of 
its property, whether real or personal, for or to assist in 
the erection or maintenance of any building or buildings 
deemed necessary for any church, manse, seminary, college, 45 
school or hospital or for any other religious, charitable, 
educational, congregational or social purpose upon such 
terms and conditions as it may deem expedient.
