:

Resolvrd,—That this house do meet at 10 o'clock,

A. M. and if, at that hour, there is not a quorum,
the Speaker may take the chair and adjourn.

II.—That when the house adjourns, the members
shall keep their seats until the Speaker leaves

the chair.

Ill-—That whenever an adjournment takes place for

want of a quorum, the hour at which such ad-

journment is made, and the names of the mem-
bers present, shall be inserted in the Journals.

QUORUM.
IV.—That twenty-three members, including the

Speaker, shall form a quorum.

MINUTES:

V.—That every day, immediately after the Speaker
shall have taken the chair, the minutes of tho

preceding day shall be read by the clerk, to the

end that any mistake therein may be corrected

by the House.
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
