Germany has tried to put some-

thing over on Russia, but Russia has
refused to stay put. Trotzky ap-
pears to be as great an expert in
the repudiation of treaties as the
kaiser himself. 1t is a case of dia-
mond cut diamond; an application
of the old law that he who takes the
sword shall perish by the sword.
The kaiser will find that as he sows,
so must he reap; and he has sown
a bitter crop wherever his steps have
carried him in Europe. Good men
and benevolent are not hated in this
4fashion. It is -only tyrants who
meet with revolt and detestation.
. _Whatever the Bolsheviki may
think of Britain and France, they
are certainly not wililng to give up
everything to the Huns. The recap-
