0"North Toronto, occupying oner 
sixth of -the total area'«covered by the 
city of Toronto, 
one-fortieth of the revenue of the 
city,” said AM. Ball at a well-attend­
ed meeting of ratepayers held ‘in 
Broadway Avenue School last night. 
The meeting was called by the mayor 
in order to afford opportunity to all 
residents to fully discuss parochial 
problems. Edgar Durand was elected 
chairman, and several men prominent 
in the district stated their views on 
the proposed secession and the 
portatlon difficulties confronting the 
ratepayer*.

Mr. Durand. In answer to a ques­
tion that arose as to whether a com­
munity such as North Toronto could 
exist as a separate city, quoted from 
the budget of the city of Westmount, 
He described that city as occupying 
the same relative position to Montreal 
as North Toronto would to Toronto.

According to statistics quoted by Mr. 
Durand, the assessed value of West- 
mount was $44,260.860, and the highest 
tax rate levièd by the authorities o£ 
that place was 16 5 mills.

No Honest Desire.
Aid. Ball, replying to a statement 

made by E. V. Donnelly as to the rea­
son for the meeting, exp.altied that the 
mayor had called it to allow discus­
sion, not of secession, hut matters of 
vital importance to tna district, 
stated that, he did not believe 
there was an honest desire for seces­
sion in North Toronto.

“No deliberate body would perform 
such an act as Is required by the se­
cessionists, (If I can call them such). 
If the people, according to a vote, want 
it, that’, is a different matter. If they 
want quick action I will have a peti­
tion prepared asking for a vote on the 
question on January 1. and would be 
prepared to justify the, mandate.”

Answering the charge that the sec­
tion had not been justly treated, the 
speaker said that of the $554,000 total 
tax from North Toronto, $460,000 was 
general tax and $80,000 was local Im­
provement. He explained that the last 
collection in the old town of North To­
ronto was $103,000 and not $83,000, as 
is generally stated. In making a 19- 
mill rate no levy had been made for a 
$275,000 debenture debt nor on behalf 
of the high schools.

Retarding the statement that noth­
ing; had been done for North Toronto 
Aid. Ball stated that altho the Junction 

had been annexed four year. before 
North Toronto, the cars still run tv 
Keele street only. “There has been no 
further advance in transportation, with 
the exception of the short Bloor street 
line.”

A large gathering was present at 
the opening of the second annual ex­
hibition of the Todmorden poultry 
pet stock and backyard garden asso­
ciation in Torrens Avenue School last 
evening. Alexander MacGregor, who 
performed the ceremony, pointed out 
that the fine exhibition 
was The result of the 
aim, namely, greater production and 
the residents of the district w-ere to be 
congratulated for the splendid display.

The show will be continued today 
and ther prizes won by the various ex­
hibitors will be presented at a concert 
and social gathering to be held at a 

/later date. A special feature of the 
exhibition was the high quality of the 
birds and pet stock, and the splendid 
array of flowers and garden produce. 
The judges In the different sections 
were: J. T. Isbell, bantams; E. R, 
Durand, rabbits and poultry, and J. 
Reeves, senior government Inspector 
of produce.

The board were 
pleased to report that 80 per cent, of 
the pupils of the Industrial Schools 
make good. Some discussion took 
place regarding the status of teachers 
financially. The teachers have agreed 
to carry on at present salarie» until 
January.
