AN UPROARIOUS SCENE,

Representative Balley, Democrat, Attempt-
ed to Force the Hand of the Re-
publicans and Was Cheered.

Washington, D,C.,, March 30 —A wild and
uprcarious scene occurred in the House of
Representatives to-day, when Mr, Bailey,
the Democratic leader, attemgged to force
the hands of* the Republicans upon a propo-
sition to overrule the Speaker and pass a
resolution recognizing the indéependence of
the Cuban Republic, He was cheered on
by the crowded galleries, but the members
of the majority refuysed to support him,
Many of themy sympathized with the pur-
pose of the resolution, but most of the
rudicals who yesterday were in favor of
any sort of revolutionary measure, had been
won over to the policy of sticking to the
party organization and refusing to do any-
thing unless the initiative came from their
side. They were rallied b{ two of thelead-
ing advocates of armed Intervention, and
the eaker himself from the chair made
an Indirect appeal to his party associates
to stand firm, at the same time intimating
that if their impatience was curbed a little
longer they would have the opportunity
they coveted. When the vote was taken
only two Republicans—Messrs, Acheson and
Robbins of Pennsylvania—broke from the
party lines, About a dozen more sat gilent
in their seats and refused to vote. 'The
scene throughout was most dramatic, and
the members and spectators in the galleries
were wrought up to a high pitch of excite-
ment, Several times later in the day dur-
ing the consideration of the Naval Bill,
whenever the Cuban question was broached,
the members swarmed abouf the Speaker,
and the galleries cheered,

In the Senate, {)ermdssion was granted
for the Foreign Relations Committee to sit
during the sessions of the Senate. Follow-
ing this actlon, the resolution providing for
the recognition of the Independence of
Cuba, introduced yesterday by Mr. Allen

SPANISHCABINET COUNCIL

NEWFOUNDLAND MATTERS

Legislature Closcd a Nine Weeks' Session

St. John’s, Nfid, -March 30.—The
Colonial Legislature closed to-day.

The Book of the Day.

Canadlan Men and Women of the Time.
By dHenry Jawmes Morgan, barrister-at-
law, of " Ottawa. Toronto: Wildam
Briggs & Co., 18U8.

When the public first look at a work
like the one above mentioned, the first
thought that arises is, is the man who has
undertaken this somewhat formidable bus-
iress, which requires great tact and deter-
mination, the proper man to carry it out?
From our knowledge of the ‘‘ntecedents’
of Mr. Morgan's literary career, we can
reply most emphatically, ‘‘Yes!"” When
he was only about 20 years old, some four
years after he had entered the public ser-
vice, he established the ‘‘Canadian Parlia-
mentary Companion,’”’ which he carried on
for many years. About the same time that
he founded the ‘‘Campanion’” he publish-
ed ‘‘Sketches of Celebrated Canadians, and
Persons Connected with Canada.” This, ¢s8
the ploneer book of such blographies n
Canada, was eminently successful, and
whenever the volume now accidentally
turns up at any auction sale In our city,
the price obtained for it is invariably large.

n the preéséit occasion it is not necessary
to run through the whole list of Mr. Mor-
gan’s publications, but his ‘Bibliotheca
.Canadensis; or a Manual 8f Canadian Lit-
erature,” printed in 1867, Is the only work
of so comprehensive nature that has hith-
erto appeared in Canada. Stray coples of
tkls volume always secure high prices. But
our immediate business Is with *‘Canadian
Men and Women of the Time,” for an early
unbound copy of which wé¢ are indebted
to the editor, Mr. Morgan. One of the
distinctive features of the book which num-
bers over eleven hundred pages, ls that
it is the first attempt made to mpplyﬁ
manual of blographgodevoted exclusivel;
living persons of th sexes, Iincluding
among them notable Canadians, who are
scattered ali over the world. From the long
list of the latter, anyone who examines
the work carefully will be delighted, and
perhaps sed to find that so many peo-

le born in Canada are winning distinction
or themselves and attracting notice to their
native country in many climes and under
varying forms of government, Mr. Mo?;nn
has done’ his' best to make the book full,
accurate and strictlf revf)resex\tat'lve of Can-
adlan achievement, ntellect and worth. Let
the reader dip into it casually, and try It
on the three points mentioned; ‘We are con-
fident that he will bear ont the statement
here made, and frankly acknowledge that

a difficult task been most creditably

performed. As the book ds preeminently

useful in a newspaper office, or in the priy-
acy of a literary man's study, where accu-
ra{e knowledge. of what Canadian men and
women have done, it is required on the
spur, it is easy and almost a eertainty to
predict that the volume will have a large
sale. It needs that to repug in any measure
the time and trouble that have n lavishs
ed on it Qv the editor. The falrest way, for
any IndiMidual reader to form his opinion
of the way in which the work has been
done, is to take the name of some public
or private character, well known to him,
and to see what Mr, Morgan has succeeded
in doing with him. This is the plan that
we have pursued, and we have been hignly
ratified with the result, As yet te volume
as hardly had time to be even briefly no-
ticed, buf what our brother scribes have
written about it is, without any exception,
eulogistic, One of our ojdest and ablest jour-
nalists concludes a long notice of the manu-
al by remarking that politicians by no means
occupy an exorbitant part of the book. Edu-
cation. is quite as largely represented, So
are commerce, nee, industry and In-
vention. The same writer notices that the
press is not forgotten; and that the legal
and medical professions are fairly repre-
sented. One feature is especially note-
worthy—the attention pald to Canadians
who are now serving the Dominion or the

Tmpire, abroad, In the army, navy, or di-

plomacy, or who have in consequence of

a reputation won in Canada been invit-

ed to other countries to assume important

positions. It is almost unnecessary to say
more. To test its excellence the book must
be carefully examined by individual crities.

That it will stand the test of examination

we have thoroughly convinced ourselves;

and it only remains for us to congratulate
both editor and publisher on the comple-
tion of =o Important and useful a work.

The price of the volume is, we are told,

moderate; but at present we have no defi-

nite Information on the subject. The pur-
chaser will bave no difflculty In promptly
ascertaining the cost.—Montreal Stur,

Drnamies of Advertising.

“Advertising as a Business Force,”
was the topic of discussion at the sec-
ond meeting of the Convention of the
Merchants’ Association of New York re-
cently. The address was given by Rob-
ert C. Ogden of the firm of John Wan-
amaker. Mr. Ogden said, in part:

“L am here simply to talk from the
retailers’ point of view. I should divide
the subject into three parts: the mer-
chandise, the service, the advertising--
all three of them equal in importance.
But I should characterize the advertis-
ing as the dynamic power of the busi-
ness. ter the merchandise is purchas-
ed, after the service.is hired, the steam
that is generated in order to make the
machine move is the advertising. I
should say that one mistake of the ad-
vertising merchant is, that he does not
take advertising sufficiently suriously.
It is not thought of as holding the very
serious and important relation to the
public at large and to the business itself
that it really should have. I think that
a retail merchant cannot possibly exag-
gerate to his own mind the importance
of the relation of his advertising to his
business. When a man has anything
which he wishes to bring before the
Etblic eye for sale, he is an Ishmaelite,

very man’s hand is against him. An-
other trouble in ordinary advertising is
the waste of money because the advor-
tiser does not regard his advertising with
seriousness,

“A great dml' of advertising fails
because the advertiser gets discouraged.
The man who has the courage to. ad-
vertise and spend $20,000 should have
the courage to spend another $5000 and
vitalize ?ll the rest, Lack of courage
is ‘one of the most common experiences
of advertisers. I am speaking now of
newspaper advertising, and the advertis-
ing of general merchandise. When a man
has taken up advertising,he should reach
a theory and stick to it.-all the way
through. The eolumns of the newspaper
is the merchant’s rostrum. It is his
pulpit. It is his stump. From that he
addresses the public at large. His ad-
vertising is the test of his character. It
mm:utl hehtrue. As he speaks, and as the
people have an opportunity to judge
of the. truth of his printedy uttergm:es
day by day, they will form their estimate
of his character. He should use simple
and forceful language. A professor, uae
dressing a-class of students at one of
our foremost colleges in Massachusetts,
laid great stress upon simplicity and

v

force in the use of the English language,
reaching all the way from the advertise-
ments to the leading editorial, and se-
lected the advertisement of our house
as an illustration. Advertising
has taken its place in the
literature of the land. Readers are look-

ploiting of merchandise, but as charac-
teristic literature of our times. A friend
of mine once asked (Fladstone why he
had the American editions of periodicalg
that publish English editions. ‘Oh’
said Mr. Giadstone, ‘I subscribe for the
English editions for my wife, and for
the American editions for myself, be-
cause I want to read the American ad-
vertising. It interests me as reading,
and it is one of my means for gauging
the material prosperity of the countrg’”
